O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sanjeeb Kumar Patjoshi (IPS), Joint Secretary, Government of India, Ministry of Panchayati Raj, r/o- 11th Floor, Jeevan Prakashan Building, 25, Kasturba Gandhi Marg, New Delhi, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. (Mrs.) Alka Kothari, CMO(I/c), CGHS Dispensary, Zakhir Hussain Raod, New Delhi-110003, in the treatment of complainant’s son Shri Amit Patjoshi.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 27th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sanjeeb Kumar Patjoshi (IPS) (referred hereinafter as the complainant), Joint Secretary, Government of India, Ministry of Panchayati Raj, r/o- 11th Floor, Jeevan Prakashan Building, 25, Kasturba Gandhi Marg, New Delhi, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. (Mrs.) Alka Kothari, CMO(I/c), CGHS Dispensary, Zakhir Hussain Raod, New Delhi-110003, in the treatment of complainant’s son Shri Amit Patjoshi (referred hereinafter as the patient).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Alka Kothari and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observed that the patient initially presented and was issued amoxycallin+ clavulonic acid for ear pain with a probable diagnosis of Acute otitis media which would have be the preferred line of treatment for Acute Supportive Otitis Media (ASOM). The patient was also referred to an ENT specialist at Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital, New Delhi who prescribed a 3rd generation Cephalosporin which in the dispensary was substituted by another 3rd generation cephalosporin. It is further observed that another cephalosporin was yet again prescribed by another ENT surgeon. It is observed that the spectrum of bacteria covered by the 3 Cephalosporins are more or less the same. Also the Amoxy clav for ASOM would be the correct line of treatment. It is opined that in this case it would technically not be correct to call it a case of negligence. It is also suggested that a good level of communication between the treating physician and patient should be established where in an explanation regarding the medication prescribed and what was given should have been impressed upon and explained to the patient about the spectrum of action and mechanism of action. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. (Mrs.) Alka Kothari, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri. Amit Patjoshi. 
 Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 27th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
