Sharma, r/o- WZ-568, Naraina Village, New Delhi-110028, alleging medical negligence on the part Dr. Sushant Sirvastava, Dr. Jasbir Singh and BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110055, in the treatment administered to complainant at BLK Super Specialty Hospital . 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th October, 2017 is reproduced herein-below :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Ashok Kumar Sharma, s/o Shri Late Sh.R.S. Sharma, r/o- WZ-568, Naraina Village, New Delhi-110028(referred hereinafter  as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part Dr. Sushant Sirvastava, Dr. Jasbir Singh and BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110055, in the treatment administered to complainant at BLK Super Specialty Hospital (referred hereinafter as  the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.

The Executive Committee notes that the complainant was suffering from Coronary artery disease with triple vessel disease with severe LV dysfunction. CABG (Coronary artery bypass surgery) was done on 29th September, 2016 and four grafts were put. Ateriotomy site of D1 and OM were having mild disease. Similarly RCA anastomatic site was calcified.  In view of condition of native artery, graft occlusion is common after bypass surgery.  


In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Sushant Sirvastava, Dr. Jasbir Singh and BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110055, in the treatment administered to complainant at BLK Super Specialty Hospital.

“The order of the Executive Committee  dated 06th October, 2017 in complaint No.2164 of Shri. Ashok Kumar Sharma, s/o Shri Late Sh.R.S. Sharma, r/o- WZ-568, Naraina Village, New Delhi-110028, alleging medical negligence on the part Dr. Sushant Sirvastava, Dr. Jasbir Singh and BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110055, in the treatment administered to complainant at BLK Super Specialty Hospital, was taken up for re-consideration in terms the Council minutes dated 12th October, 2017 wherein on perusal of the Order of the Executive Committee, the Council observed that the mater be referred back to the Executive Committee with a direction to give a detail and speaking Order.  
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.
The Executive Committee  notes that the complainant Shri. Ashok Kumar Sharma, a 60 years  old  male  presented  to BLK  Super  Specialty Hospital with complaints of sudden onset chest paint on 28th September, 2016. He underwent CAG (Coronary Angiography) which revealed TVD (Triple Vessel Disease) with severe LV dysfunction. He underwent OP CABG X4  (LIMA-LAD, SVG-D1, SVG-OM, -SVG-RCA) on 29th September, 2016. The complainant was discharged on 05th October, 2016. The complainant subsequently required PTCA which was done at Dr. RML Hospital on 14th June, 2017. It is alleged by the complainant that the doctors of BLK Super Specialty Hospital did not perform the CABG (Coronary Artery Bypass Surgery) procedure as per the standard  protocol and therefore committed medical negligence as a  consequence  he had to undergo PTCA procedure at Dr. RML Hospital.

The Executive Committee notes that the complainant was suffering from Coronary artery disease with triple vessel disease with severe LV dysfunction. CABG (Coronary artery bypass surgery) was done on 29th September, 2016 and four grafts were put. Ateriotomy site of D1 and OM were having mild disease. Similarly RCA anastomatic site was calcified.  In view of condition of native artery, graft occlusion is common after bypass surgery.  

It is opined that the stenosis of the veinous graft is a known complication of CABG, which may require intervention in the form of PTCA, if patient is symptomatic. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Sushant Sirvastava, Dr. Jasbir Singh and BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110055, in the treatment administered to complainant at BLK Super Specialty Hospital.

The order of Executive Committee  dated 06th October, 2017 modified to this extent.  The rest of the Order stands re-affirmed.
