The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Deepak Chopra r/o C-218, Hari Nagar Clock Tower, New Delhi-110064, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of M.K.W. Hospital & Research Centre, J- Block, Community Centre, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi-110027 in treatment of new born baby (baby of Smt. Richa Chopra).
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th December, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Deepak Chopra r/o C-218, Hari Nagar Clock Tower, New Delhi-110064, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of M.K.W. Hospital & Research Centre, J- Block, Community Centre, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi-110027 in treatment of new born baby (baby of Smt. Richa Chopra).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Pankaj Goel, Dr. Sandeep Sehgal, Officiating Medical Superintendent, MKW Hospital, copy of medical records of MKW Hospital.
The Executive Committee examined the x-ray film No. 1003, dated 19.07.2017 of Sehgal Neo Hospital, x-ray film No. 2180, dated 19.07.2017 of MKW Hospital submitted by the complainant.

The Executive Committee noted that a preterm male infant 35wks gestation with low birth weight (wt 2.25kg) was delivered on 19.07.2017 at 10.48 am in M.K.W. Hospital. Mother has leaking PV since morning (duration not known). The delivery was by vaginal route. Baby was kept in nursery at M.K.W. Hospital Delhi soon after delivery due to tachypnea for observation and oxygen was given. In next two hrs respiratory distress decreased; baby was given feed and oxygen continued. Baby continued to experience respiratory distress and showed differential SPO 2 in upper and lower limbs. Septic work up was done, x-ray chest was suggestive of pneumonia. Appropriate antibiotics were started and referred to higher centre. Baby was admitted in Sehgal Neo Hospital on 19.07.2017 at 17.39 after being referred and handed over to doctors computer admission card. Baby was referred by MKW Hospital within 5 hrs of birth and admitted in Sehgal Neo Hospital within six hrs. In M.K.W. Hospital nursery, a doctor was always present. The records do not show any negligence. However it is suggested that the counselling of the patient’s attendants should be counter signed by the relatives, in future. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of M.K.W. Hospital, in the treatment administered to the new born baby (baby of Smt. Richa Chopra). 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th December, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th January, 2018.
