O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation(Dy. No.4157 dated 31.10.2017) from the police station, Shakarpur,  seeking medical opinion in regard to alleged medical negligence of a patient Shri Nitin Singh, S/o Shri Satish Singh, R/o H. No. 425, Pathanpura, Shahadra, Delhi, who died on 21.12.2012 at LBS Hospital. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the police station, Shakarpur,  seeking medical opinion in regard to alleged medical negligence of a patient Shri Nitin Singh, S/o Shri Satish Singh, R/o H. No. 425, Pathanpura, Shahadra, Delhi, who was died on 21.12.2012 at LBS Hospital (referred  hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the representation from the police, medical records of Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital, Delhi , Post mortem report No.66/12 dated 21.12.2012, subsequent opinion dated 17.8.2017 in respect of post mortem report no. 66/12 and other documents submitted therewith. 
The Executive Committee observes that the patient late Nitin Singh a 26 years old male had suffered from fracture of forearm and metacarpals and the treatment given was appropriate . Since it was an open fracture the patient was taken up for surgery once  the wound healed.  After appropriate investigations of PAC (Pre-Anesthesia check up) Check up, the patient was taken up for surgery, but during the surgery the  patient developed malignant hyperthemia which was managed according to standard protocol, unfortunately, the patient could not be saved. The treatment given was correct and prescribed treatment for this injury. However malignant hyperthermia (which was alluded to in subsequent opinion in respect of post mortem report no.66/12 dated 17.08.2017) is a complication which has high mortality, despite best treatment.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that Shri. Nitin Singh was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital in the treatment administered to late Nitin Singh.

Matter  stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
