O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Jagjit Singh Walia, Village Hamira, Post. Jagjit Naagar, Tehsil Dilawa, Jilla Kapur Thala, Punjab-14480, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant grandson Master Gurjot Singh at Fortis Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Jagjit Singh Walia, Village Hamira, Post. Jagjit Naagar, Tehsil Dilawa, Jilla Kapur Thala, Punjab-144802,(referred hereinafter as the complainant) forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant grandson Master Gurjot Singh at Fortis Hospital(referred hereinafter as  the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Ishwar Prasad Goel, Dr. Gurvinder Kaur Medical Superintendent of Fortis Hospital, copy of medical records of Fortis Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee observes that the Master Gurjot Singh 1year 7month old was admitted in the said Hospital on 26th July, 2017 with history of fall from height of 15 feet. He was initially taken to Babu jagjeevan Ram Hospital from where he was brought to Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, New 
Delhi. On admission he was drowsy  with GCS of E2V2M5 (9/15) . Both pupils 2mm sluggish reacting. CT scan brain revealed large right parietal hematoma 
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with fracture on skull. He was operated for the above condition and was managed by a qualified neurosurgeon, Anaesthetis and paediatrician . The condition in post operative was explained and informed consent was taken and  signed  on  26th  July ,  2017 ,  including  high  risk  and  post  operative 
ventilator support. The proper required surgery  was  done  and post operative antibiotic, antiepileptic mannitol was given. Patient remained  on ventilator in post operative period with stable vitals.  On 29th July, 2017 the chest x-ray revealed left pleural effusion and on advise of pulmonologist left intercostals drain was inserted.  On same day CT scan showed right parietal infarction with no mass effect. Adequate desired treatment was continued, however, child died on 30th July, 2017 despite resuscitation. 
In view of finding as above, it is observe that the child sustained head injury with intracerebral hematoma with fracture of skull and had later pleural effusion. The child received all standard treatment and timely interventions at Fortis Hospital.  

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant grandson at Fortis Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
