O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from SHO, Police Station, Prasad Nagar seeking medical opinion in regard of death of Mrs. Kavita due to alleged medical negligence in the treatment administered of late Kavita at BLK Hospital. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th June, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from SHO, Police Station, Prasad Nagar seeking medical opinion in regard of death of late Kavita due to alleged medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Kavita (referred hereinafter as the patient) at BLK Hospital (referred hereinafter as the Hospital). 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from the Police, post-mortem report No.965/2017 dated 29.10.2017, subsequent opinion  regarding  cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report No.965/2017 dated 29.10.2017,  copy of medical records of BLK Hospital as provided by the Police.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient was a diagnosed case of hypertension and rheumatoid arthiritis, on regular treatment for the same. She was admitted to BL Kapoor Hospital on 18th October, 2017 with a history of short febrile illness that was diagnosed as Dengue from a positive report of NS-1 done outside before admission. There was no bleeding manifestation at the time of admission. However she appeared toxic and ill. She was treated as per standard guidelines. Subsequently she developed progressive thrombocytopenia with continued fever. She was administered both random and single donor platelets as required by serial platelet counts. However she started bleeding per vaginum on two days after admission. Later she started with nasal bleeding, became hypoxic and tachypneic, requiring oxygen and thereafter ventilation in ICU to which she was transferred on the third day after admission. Despite treatment as per guidelines she continued to deteriorate and went into multiorgan failure and expired on 27th October, 2017. The subsequent opinion in respect of post mortem report confirmed the cause of death(Death due to dengue shock syndrome) that the patient had been diagnosed and managed as per accepted professional practices in such cases. The patient died due to her underlying medical condition which carried a poor prognosis.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the late Mrs. Kavita  was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of BL Kapoor Hospital and  prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of doctors of BL Kapoor Hospital.
