O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion  in respect of death of  Shri. Kamlesh Chander alleged due to medical negligence in the treatment administered at Max Super Specialty Hospital, FC-50, C&D Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-110088.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion  in respect of death of  Shri. Kamlesh Chander alleged due to medical negligence in the treatment administered at Max Super Specialty Hospital, FC-50, C&D Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-110088 (referred hereinafter  as  the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the representation from the police, Post Mortem no. 2238/17 dated 27.12.2017, joint written statement of Dr. Devendra Kumar Agarwal, Dr. Pankaj Aneja, Dr. Akanksha Singh, Dr. Archana Bajaj Medical Superintendent of Max Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient had presented with Acute inferior wall Myocardial Infarction. He had triple vessel disease.  The patient underwent primary angioplasty of the culprit vessel (Left circumflex coronary artery). There was partial resolution of ST elevations in inferior leads after angioplasty and stenting. However patient developed acute stent thrombosis about 30 minutes after the procedure and died. It is observed that acute stent thrombosis is a known complication of PTCA procedure which can prove fatal as it happened in the present case .

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the patient late Kamlesh Chander was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Max Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to Shri. Kamlesh Chander.

Matter  stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
