O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from police station, Moti Nagar, Delhi seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Rajender Kumar allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to the deceased in ESI Hospital, Basai Darapur, resulting in his death on 19.03.2013.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from police station, Moti Nagar, Delhi seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Rajender Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to the deceased in ESI Hospital, Basai Darapur, resulting in his death on 19.03.2013.  
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police and documents submitted therewith.
The Executive Committee noted that the patient a 50 years old male reported to ESI Hospital at 10.20 am on 19.03.2013 with alleged history of dog bite at 10pm on 18.03.2013 on right hand which is a class III bite. Patient was administered ARS after test dose. Patient developed seizures after 20 minutes following which the patient collapsed and had to be resuscitated. However resuscitation was unsuccessful and the patient could not be saved and declared dead at 12.20 pm on 19.03.2013. A complaint was lodged regarding death resulting from possible medical negligence. However autopsy revealed meningitis as the cause of death. Although microscopic examination of brain has characteristic findings on electron microscopy, forensic differentiation of meningitis, encephalitis and meningoencephalitis is not possible. The patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part in the treatment administered to Shri Rajender Kumar in ESI Hospital, Basai Darapur. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
