O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Satish Kumar s/o Shri Om r/o Gaon- Samaspur Khalsa, Post Office Ujjwa, New Delhi-110073, forwarded by the Medical Council of India alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. R. P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, All India Institute of Medical Science, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 in the treatment of complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Satish Kumar s/o Shri Om r/o Gaon- Samaspur Khalsa, Post Office Ujjwa, New Delhi-110073, forwarded by the Medical Council of India alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. R. P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, All India Institute of Medical Science, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 in the treatment of complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.

After examining all the record provided by the complainant and by Dr. R. P. Centre, AIIMS, the Executive Committee noted that the operation conducted on 17.06.2016 on the left eye of Shri Satish Kumar was for nonhealing, hypopyon, large corneal ulcer, a condition that he had been suffering from for 12 days prior to presenting to Dr. R. P. Centre. The operation Therapeutic Keratoplasty with lensetomy and vitrectomy was conducted to remove infection from the surface and from the inside of the eye. As per the records, it was successful in doing so as Shri Satish Kumar remained infection free thereafter. The lens has to be removed in such cases in order to access the vitreous and an intraocular lens is not primarily implanted because of the existence of infection inside the eye. An intraocular lens can be implanted later, after infection is completely healed, as was done in this case. Shri Satish Kumar was diagnosed in November 2017 to have a neurological condition (empty sella syndrome) which may explain his complaints in the right eye. The complaints in the right eye do not seem to be related to the surgery and management of the left eye.  As per the records submitted there is no recommendation recorded for removal of left eye. 
It does not appear that the doctors at Dr. R. P. Centre, AIIMS behaved in a negligent manner. On the contrary Shri Satish Kumar current status was possible only because the infection was dealt with in an appropriate manner. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Dr. R. P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, All India Institute of Medical Science, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 in the treatment of complainant. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
