O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Dwarka, North, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a  complaint of Shri. Prem Narayan Singh, A-5, Shama Apartment, Plot No.32, Sector-10, Dwarka, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Akhilesh Rathi of Rockland Hospital, HAF-B, Pocket-B, Sector-12, Phase-1, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter baby Priyanshi Singh at Rockland Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2019  is reproduced herein-below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Dwarka, North, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a  complaint of Shri. Prem Narayan Singh, A-5, Shama Apartment, Plot No.32, Sector-10, Dwarka, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Akhilesh Rathi of Rockland Hospital, HAF-B, Pocket-B, Sector-12, Phase-1, Dwarka, New Delhi-110075, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter baby Priyanshi Singh at Rockland Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, reply thereto of  Dr. Priti Chadha, Deputy Medical Superintendent, Rockland Hospital made to  Police, and other documents provided by the police. 
The Executive Committee observes that baby Priyanshi, 7 years female,  slipped in school and injured  left forearm and elbow. X-ray  done  on 06th April, 2018  at  Rockland Hospital  reveals fracture both bones displaced left forearm. She was treated conservatively through closed  reduction and POP cast was applied; as  per standard protocol .  The patient was asked to come for review. The patient did not  come for follow up at Rockland Hospital, instead on 07th April, 
2018, the patient consulted Janak Medical & Orthopaedice Centre and underwent an x-ray which showed improvement in the fracture position. 

In light  of the  fact that the x-ray done on 07th April, 2018 showed proper alignment of the fracture bones and that the patient after  only one consultation (i.e. on 06th April, 2018) did not come report for follow up, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that baby Priyanshi was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the Dr. Akhilesh Rathi of Rockland Hospital and  primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Akhilesh Rathi of Rockland Hospital. 
Matter  stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th May, 2019.
