O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Vikas r/o G-72 East Jawahar Nagar Loni, Ghaziabad-201102, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sharp Sight Centre, A-15, Swasthya Vihar, (Opp. Preet Vihar), Vikas Marg, Metro Pillar No. 82, Delhi-110092 in the treatment of complainant. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th February, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Vikas r/o G-72 East Jawahar Nagar Loni, Ghaziabad-201102, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sharp Sight Centre, A-15, Swasthya Vihar, (Opp. Preet Vihar), Vikas Marg, Metro Pillar No. 82, Delhi-110092 in the treatment of complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Samir Sud Medical Director of Sharp Sight Centre, copy of medical records of Sharp Sight Centre and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee noted that as per the records available Shri Vikas 20 years old male, underwent lasik both eyes on 7th March, 2013, apparently he was well till 26.3.2016, when his vision record was 6/6p (right eye), 6/12 (left eye). He had residual refractive error of -0.5ds/-0.75d cyl axis 1600, vision improving to 6/6. As the patient insisted on clear vision he was advised lasik redo and enhancement was done 29.3.2016, under informed consent. He however developed ectatic cornea, which was diagnosed on 22.4.17. This was tried to be managed with accelerated cross linking to arrest the further progress of ectasia and he also underwent IPCL for visual rehabilitation. As the Toric IPCL rotation on two occasions, it was re-rotation and he regained visual acuity of 6/9p unaided.  Shri Vikas had keractesia in left eye post lasik. This is a known complication of lasik, especially Redos and he was managed as per standard protocol. The ultimate vision regain of 6/9p (unaided) is acceptable. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sharp Sight Centre, A-15, Swasthya Vihar, (Opp. Preet Vihar), Vikas Marg, Metro Pillar No. 82, Delhi-110092 in the treatment of complainant. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th February, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th February, 2019.
