O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Anil Malhotra r/o 109, Mirjazan Street, Sihani Gate, Ghaziabad, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to complainant’s sister Smt. Manju Malhotra at Rajiv Gandhi Institute, resulting in her death on 14.05.2018. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th February, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Anil Malhotra r/o 109, Mirjazan Street, Sihani Gate, Ghaziabad, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to complainant’s sister Smt. Manju Malhotra at Rajiv Gandhi Institute, resulting in her death on 14.05.2018. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sunil Khetarpal, Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, copy of medical records of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre.

The Executive Committee noted that earlier cancer was non invasive with curative potential and was tackled in September, 2016 but thereafter the patient was lost to follow up till March, 2018. On 16.03.2018 due to neglect on the part of patient, she presented with advanced malignancy with no more of curative potential. In addition there were amongst several  other associated morbid ailments, due to fall at home, a fracture femur too, 10-12 days back. Still palliative surgery, with consent was undertaken. The surgery done was minimally invasive with Robotic assistance. She was also given psychiatric treatment and support. With positive intent of possible early mobilization and after anesthesia clearance and consent, hemiarthroplasty surgery was done.  Patient was discharge on 18.4.2018. All subsequent complications can be attributed to poor health condition and co morbidities associated with cancer surgery and low immunity in 64 years female with advanced malignancy. 

At no stage any negligence can be attributed to the operating surgeon, either in the operating procedure or follow up. The unfortunate outcome of death is possible in such a high risk patient as per reviewed records and could not be attribute to any negligence or mismanagement on the part of surgeon or the institution.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th February, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th February, 2019.
