O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation form Police Station, Amar Colony, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Sandeep Roda, r/o- House No. A-21, East  of Kailash, New Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of National Heart Institute, 49-50, Community Centre, East of Kailash, New Delhi-110065, in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Kamla Roda, resulting in her death on 15.09.2016.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th March, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation form Police Station, Amar Colony, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Sandeep Roda, r/o- House No. A-21, East  of Kailash, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant),  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of National Heart Institute, 49-50, Community Centre, East of Kailash, New Delhi-110065 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital )  in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Kamla Roda, resulting in her death on 15.09.2016.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint of Shri. Sandeep Roda, written statement of Wing Commander B Jena, Director Operations, National Heart Institute enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. S.K Pal, Dr. Ambar Khaira, copy of medical records of National Heart Institute.
The Executive Committee observes that Smt. Kamla Roda, 76 years female, suffered from advanced cancer of cervix with spread to uterus and Para-aortic lymph nodes, hydronephrosis and hydroureter (bilateral), chronic kidney disease, urinary tract infection with septic shock with multiorgan failure, anaemia, diastolic dysfunction. She underwent bilateral D.J. stenting to relieve hydronephrosis under anaesthesia. Following this procedure she developed septicemia and pneumonia. Ultimately she died on 15.09.2016. We observe that the patient suffered from number of underlying co-morbidities, which had poor prognosis and led to her demise, inspite of being treated as per standard protocol.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Smt. Kamla Roda was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of National Heart Institute and  primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of National Heart Institute.

Matter  stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th March, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2019.
