O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from police station Saket, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Ankit Shrivastav alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Hospital Saket, New Delhi in the treatment of complainant. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th May, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from police station Saket, seeking medical opinion on a complaint Shri Ankit Shrivastav alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Hospital Saket, New Delhi in the treatment of complainant.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint of Shri. Ankit Shrivastav, written statement of  Dr. Yogendra Tomar, Deputy Medical Superintendent, Max Super Specialty Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Ajay Lall, Dr. Monica Mahajan, Dr.  Lijoy Alia Tom, Dr.Manish Mehta, Dr. Anupama, Shome, Shri. Vikram Joshi, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital.

The Executive Committee noted that the Shri Ankit Shrivastava a 33 years old gentleman was a diagnosed case of bronchial asthma in acute exacerbation precipitated probably by an acute respiratory infection. Patient was administered standard treatment as per guidelines. While patient was sleeping overnight after being relieved of his symptoms, the clave connector of cannula got disconnected from the cannula which was incidental and can happen if proper care is not taken by patient and attendants. There was apparently some loss of blood which alarmed the patient. However, the blood loss was not significant in terms of hemodynamia or hematological effects. The responsibility of such incident is to be shared equally between patient and medical attendants.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Hospital Saket, New Delhi in the treatment of complainant. 
Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th May, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th June, 2019.
