O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a  complaint of Shri Sunder Lal Verma r/o J-370, Shakurpur Anandwas Delhi-110034, alleging medical negligence on the part of Saroj Super Speciality Hospital, Plot No.2 Sector- 14, Ext. Madhuban Chowk, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Sarabati, resulting in her death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 09th April, 2019  is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  complaint of Shri Sunder Lal Verma r/o J-370, Shakurpur Anandwas Delhi-110034, alleging medical negligence on the part of Saroj Super Speciality Hospital, Plot No.2 Sector- 14, Ext. Madhuban Chowk, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Sarabati, resulting in her death. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. P.K. Bhardwaj (MS) Medical Director of Saroj Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Greesh Manwani, Dr. Anant Gupta, Dr. Prakash Khatri, copy of medical records of Saroj Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Smt. Sarabati 66 years old was admitted on 15.06.2018 with history of breathing difficulty, headache, and giddiness with high BP 200/100 at Saroj Hospital. She was diagnosed to be suffering from SAH (Subarachnoid hemorrhage) and the cause of bleed was found to be Anterior communicating artery (Acom) aneurysm.  She was deteriorating fast and hence was kept on ventilator. Subsequently she underwent treatment of aneurysm by coiling done on 19.6.18 after obtaining high risk consent. She was responding to treatment initially but later had to be subjected to repeat angiography and intra arterial nimodipine.  The treatment given was as per standard practice in case of SAH. However, patient did not recover and later succumbed on 14.7.2018. 
We are of the opinion that the SAH is a disease condition where the mortality is very high even at best of centre. It is apparent from the records that the daily progress notes are in place, however it appears that the prognosis, was not explained to attendant regularly. We, therefore, advise the doctors to be mindful of their ethical obligations of prognosticating the patient’s condition to the patient/relatives regularly and to ensure the documentation of the same in medical records. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Saroj Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Sarabati. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th April, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th May, 2019.
