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O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Atul Aggarwal, r/o- D.U.-17, Pitampura, Delhi, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Palash Gupta of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi,  in the treatment  administered to complainant  at Max Super Specialty Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th March, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Atul Aggarwal, r/o- D.U.-17, Pitampura, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Palash Gupta of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital),  in the treatment  administered to complainant  at Max Super Specialty Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital and other documents as provided by the complainant.
The Executive Committee observes that the Shri. Atul Aggarwal. 40 years male,  had bimalleolar fracture right ankle on 28th December, 2017 and got operated on 29th December, 2017 by Dr. Palash Gupta of Max Super Specialty Hospital . The X- ray right ankle showed that medial malleolus was fixed with screw and lateral malleolus was fixed with k-wire. Fracture fixation has been done by one of the usual fixation device and nothing unusual has been observed in the treatment procedure adopted. 
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Shri. Atul Aggarwal was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the Dr. Palash Gupta, Max Super Specialty Hospital and  primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Palash Gupta, Max Super Specialty Hospital in the treatment administered to complainant at Max Super Specialty Hospital.

Complaint  stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th March, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2019.
