O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Sushma Sobti, Flat No.232, Jaina Apartments, Sector-13, Rohini, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Okhla, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri Rajiv Sobti (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in his death on 26.7.2018.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th April, 2019  is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Sushma Sobti, Flat No.232, Jaina Apartments, Sector-13, Rohini, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Okhla, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri Rajiv Sobti (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in his death on 26.7.2018. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Prof.(Dr.)Ashok Seth and Dr. Pranav Shankar, Medical Superintendent of Fortis Hospital, copy of medical records of Fortis Escorts Heart Institute.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient a 58 years male presented on 25.7.2018 at Fortis Hospital with complaint of breathlessness and palpitation. Patient was a follow up case of dilated Cardiomyopathy. He has CRT-D implanted in 2016. Patient had S.creatinine of 2.02mg/dl and serum K+ of 3.6mg/l. He was advised K+ supplementation. Oral potassium supplementation was given as K+ levels were on the lower side of normal range. Also injection lasix was given. Further, as per records the maximum k+ level recorded was 4.10mg/l. Injection lasix was given as patient had heart failure (chest had B/L crepts). Patient had dilated cardiomyopathy with multi organ failure with heart failure, as a consequence of which he expired on 26.07.2018. It is opined that the patient died due to his underlying conditions, which carried high mortality, inspite of being treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, Okhla, Delhi, in the treatment administered of complainant’s husband Shri Rajiv Sobti at Fortis Hospital. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 9th April, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th May, 2019.
