O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Mohan Chander Joshi, 400, Type 4, Sector-04, R.K Puram, New Delhi-110022, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Hema Mohan Joshi, resulting in her death. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 31st May, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Mohan Chander Joshi, 400, Type 4, Sector-04, R.K Puram, New Delhi-110022 (referred hereinafter  as  the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 (referred hereinafter  as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Hema Mohan Joshi, resulting in her death.

The Executive  Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sidharthha Satpathy, Prof. Hosp. Admn., DR BRAIRCH, All India Institute of Medical Sciences enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Ajay Gogia, copy of medical records  of All India Institute of Medical Sciences and other documents  on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient Smt. Hema Mohan Joshi, 50years, female, was a case of Ca. Breast cT4a N2 ER positive, PR Negative Her2 3+, seen at AIIMS, planned for treatment with neoadjuvant chemotherapy followed by Surgery, radiotherapy and hormone therapy. Total two cycles of chemotherapy with docetaxel, platin and trastuzumab were given to her and she tolerated them well. During third cycle she developed infective and hematological complications, managed by conservative medical therapy. In view of chemoresponsive tumor, it was decided to give fourth cycle to achieve maximal response and in view of side effects dose of subsequent cycles were reduced. However, following fourth cycle on 4th post chemotherapy day she reported in Max hospital Saket, Delhi in night and from there she was shifted to AIIMS, in the morning. At that time, she was diagnosed to have hypotension, dehydration and tachycardia with renal dysfunction. She was put on antibiotics, vasopressor supports and hemodialysis. She deteriorated on this supportive therapy and put on intubation and NIV. But she became restless, hypotension aggravated and call sent to ICU. Her ABG indicated severe metabolic acidosis and deranged creatinine. She was put on ventilator, where she expired on next morning. She died due to sepsis with refractory shock leading to cardiac arrest. She developed complication following chemotherapy with standard of care drugs. Mortality is a known complication of this type of treatment.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Smt. Hema Mohan Joshi  was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by doctors of All India  Institute of Medical Sciences and  primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of All India  Institute of Medical Sciences in the treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Hema Mohan Joshi at  All India  Institute of Medical Sciences.

Complaint  stands  disposed.
