O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sunny Kumar, s/o Shri Ashok Kumar r/o G-541, Jahagirpuri, Delhi-110033, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vijay Manni and Dr. Ashish Gupta of Vinayak Hospital  in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Prem Kumari at Vinayak Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th March, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sunny Kumar, s/o Shri Ashok Kumar r/o G-541, Jahagirpuri, Delhi-110033 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vijay Manni and Dr. Ashish Gupta of Vinayak Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Prem Kumari (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Vinayak Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. R.L. Singhi Medical Director of Vinayak Hospital enclosing therewith joint written statement of Dr. Vijay Maini, Dr. Asish Gupta, Dr. R.L. Singhi, copy of medical records of Vinayak Hospital, 

It is noted that the patient Smt. Prem Kumari, 58 years old female with a diagnosis of calculus cholecystitis with hypertension, underwent Laparoscopic cholecystectomy-Partial done under GA on 04th December, 2018. The patient was  discharged on 06th December, 2018 with drain in situ. The patient again reported to Vinayak Hospital on 07th December, 2018 when she was noted to have mild blious stain collection amounting to 80ml which was drained, no jaundice was noted, she was prescribed a tablet sumo, tab Dom DT, tab Alprox . Subsequently the patient again reported to Vinayak Hospital on 08th December, 2018. The MRCP dated 08th December, 2018 of NDM, North Delhi, Advanced Diagnostics & MRI Centre gave  the impression “MRCP reveals post cholecystectomy status with short segment discontinuity of proximal CBD and adjoining  CHD, intraperiotneal fluid collection and associated findings as described, possibly indicating biliary leakage from the site of surgery.” Further the Ultrasound whole abdomen dated 08th December, 2018 of NDM, North Delhi , Advanced Diagnostic & MRI Centre gave impression “ USG abdomen reveals post cholecystectomy status with heterogeneous fluid collection at  gall bladder fossa and elsewhere in abdominal cavity, advised further evaluation by MRCP to rule out biliary unjury.”  She was diagnosed as a case of ? Biliary Collection with ? biliary leak with hypertension and referred to higher center  . The patient thereafter was admitted in BLK Hospital on 14th December, 2018 with chief complaints of pain abdomen after surgery. USG done showed post cholecystectomy status with heterogeneous fluid collection at gall bladder fossa, abdominal cavity and calot’s triangle. She underwent laparoscopic drainage of intra abdominal collection on 11th December, 2018. Intra operatively 500ml of bile was drained from abdominal cavity. Dense adhesion were present at Gall bladder fossa, liver and parietal wall. Calot’s triangle was frozen and inflamed with bile leak from multiple sites. Calot’s triangle anatomy was distorted. In view of distorted anatomy and bile leak, drains were put in pelvis and periphepatic, subhepatic spaces. Post operatively she underwent ERCP  with failed negotiation across block. Cholangiogram showed complete cut off of left hepatic duct just above the hilum. Patient was haemodynamically stable. Her drain (sub hepatic) output is 300 to 400ml/24 hours. She was accepted soft diet with normal bowel movements. She was planned for delayed intervention for Bile duct injury at a later date  and was  discharged on 19th December, 2018. We are of the opinion that CBD injury is a known complications where there are strong adhesions to and around the  Gall Bladder and callot’s triangle, which were in the present case. The surgical team suspected CBD  injury, on 3rd Post operative day and rightly, referred the patient to a high center in a timely manner.   

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Smt. Prem Kumari was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by doctors of Vinayak Hospital and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Vinayak Hospital in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Prem Kumari at Vinayak Hosptial. 

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th March, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th March, 2019.
