O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Dindayal Shaw, r/o-B-9, Jiwan Park 80, Gaj Colony, Livaspur, Delhi-110042, forwarded by Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Mahajan Eye Centre, AD-21A, Pitampura, Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Dindayal Shaw, r/o-B-9, Jiwan Park 80, Gaj Colony, Livaspur, Delhi-110042 (referred hereinafter as the patient), forwarded by Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Mahajan Eye Centre, AD-21A, Pitampura, Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Deepankur Mahajan, Mahajan Eye Centre made to Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Shri Din Dayal Shaw came to Mahajan Eye Centre on 26.02.2020 with diminution of vision both eyes. He was a known diabetic. On examination both eye had diabetic retinopathy (DR) with Diabetic Macular Edema (DME). FFA and OCT confirmed the diagnosis. He was counseled for diabetic control and anti VEGF injections intravitreal in both eyes with guarded visual prognosis. He was told about the details of the drug to be used and also the plan of injections. Intravitreal Accentrix was injected in both eye, right eye on 18.03.2020 and left eye on 21.03.2020 after detailed informed consent. The pre-injection visual activity in the eyes were 6/18 P and 6/18 respectively. The Right was followed up on 19.03.2020 but he did not come for followup the next day after injection in left eye on 21.03.2020. The patient next come on 8.6.2020 with the visual activity being 6/18P and 6/24 in right and left eye respectively. He was again advised to undergo OCT to be followed by assessment for the need of further dose of intravitreal anti VEG F.  The hospital bills signed by the patient were raised through an insurance company HDFC Ergo and paid through them.  
The Executive Committee is of the considered opinion that Diabetic macular edema is the commonest cause of decreased vision in diabetics. Fundus Fluorescein Angiography (FFA) and Optical Coherence Tomography (OCT)are used to assess the intensity and monitor the response to treatment of this condition. The usual treatment schedule for intravitreal anti VEGF injection is monthly loading doses in both affected eyes followed by PRN (as & when required) basis. The same was advised and tried to be followed in this case also, which the patient did not undergo possibly because of financial misinterpretation and reasons. 

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Mahajan Eye Centre, AD-21A, Pitampura, Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2021 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 23rd September, 2021.
