O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station PP AIIMS, P.S. Hauz Khas, South Distt, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Ranjit Kumar, Sadarpur, Sector 45 Noida, Gautam Budh Nagar, Uttar Pradesh, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Saurabh Kumar, resulting in his death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th October, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station PP AIIMS, P.S. Hauz Khas, South Distt, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Ranjit Kumar, Sadarpur, Sector 45 Noida, Gautam Budh Nagar, Uttar Pradesh (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Saurabh Kumar, resulting in his death. 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, copy of complaint of Shri Ranjit Kumar, copy of medical records of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, New Delhi and other documents submitted therewith. 

The Executive Committee noted that the child Master Saurabh Kumar, 12 years old male was a known case of B cell lymphoblastic lymphoma (Refractory) on BFM high risk chemotherapy protocol since March, 2017. The child was admitted in All India Institute of Medical Sciences on 13.05.2017 with complaints of breathlessness, cough, change of voice and dysphagia. He was diagnosed as a case of superior mediastinal syndrome and treatment was started. The parents were counseled regarding poor prognosis. On 14.05.2017 at 02:15 pm the child had cardiac arrest, however the doctors could successfully resuscitate him after intubation.  He was put on mechanical ventilation and shifted to HDU. The recommended treatment was continued and investigations were planned. The case was seen by senior consultant Dr. Rachna Seth, also. X-ray chest had shown mediastinal widening hence cytoreductive chemotherapy was started. On 15.05.2017, at 03:00 PM the child had features of deranged perfusion and possibilities of obstructive shock (Superior Mediastinal Syndrome with SVC obstruction) and septic shock were kept. Later, the child had 1 episode of generalized seizure which was aborted by midazolam and possibilities of intra-cranial hemorrhage, raised intracranial tension, hypoxic sequelae were considered. Parents were again counselled by the Consultant regarding poor prognosis. At 11:45 pm, the child developed hypotension and feeble pulse, hence dopamine infusion was started and antibiotics were upgraded. The case was again discussed with Dr. Rachna Seth. Bed side Doppler showed bilateral IJV obstruction. The patient’s condition continued to be critical. On 16.05.2017, again parent’s counseling was done by consultants Dr. Rachna Seth and Dr. S.K. Kabra both regarding the disease progression and poor prognosis. The child’s condition did not improve, he continued to be in critical condition in spite of proper treatment. On 30.05.2017 at 09:25am, the child had cardio-respiratory arrest and could not be revived and was declared dead at 10:00am.   
After reviewing all the documents and details of treatment, it is noted that the child was suffering from a serious disease which was refractory to treatment, and had a poor prognosis. The hospital had given proper treatment and senior consultants had counselled the parents time to time regarding the poor prognosis of the disease.

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, New Delhi in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Saurabh Kumar.

Complaint stands disposed.”
