The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Varun Kumar Yadav r/o. C-4/4077, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi - 67, referred by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. A.K. Verma, in the treatment administered to complainant.  

Briefly stated the facts of the case are that Shri Varun Kumar Yadav underwent closed reduction surgery for a nasal bone fracture at Med First ENT Centre, Vasant Vihar, New Delhi on 30.6.2006.  The surgery was conducted by Dr. R.K. Bhardwaj and Dr. A.K. Verma.  The complainant was discharged on 30.6.2006, itself.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. A.K. Verma, Dr. R.K. Bhardwaj and other documents on record.  The following were heard in person :-

1) Dr. A.K. Verma

ENT Consultant, MedFirst ENT Centre

2) Dr. R.K. Bhardwaj

Medical Director, MedFirst ENT Centre

Complainant did not participate in the proceedings.

It is alleged by the complainant that in spite of undergoing surgery, his nose has remained deformed and the same constitute an act of medical negligence.

Dr. A.K. Verma in his written statement averred that after the surgery nasal splints were applied.  It was essential for complainant to report for post operative follow up which he failed to do.

Dr. R.K. Bhardwaj in his written statement averred that the patient was operated at Med First ENT Centre, Vasant Vihar under local Anaesthesia, jointly by him and Dr. A.K. Verma.  No record other than the OT Register was maintained.  The OT Register itself contains the operation finding.  
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During the course of proceedings, it was noted that in spite of repeated notices from the Council, Dr. A.K. Verma failed to comply with the directions of the Council directing him to submit attested copy of medical record pertaining to this matter including the Anaesthesia, OT notes and discharge records.

Dr. A.K. Verma on appearing before the Delhi Medical Council stated that no record other than OT Register was maintained in respect of this case.  The patient was operated upon under G.A.  No admission record was maintained.  He admitted to deficiencies in medical record with no advise for follow up in discharge slip.

Dr. R.K. Bhardwaj stated before the Delhi Medical Council that the patient was operated under Local Anaesthesia and no record other than the OT Register was maintained and the same conained the operation findings.  

Dr. A.K. Verma on being confronted with the receipt of Rs. 20,000/- issued by him to Shri Varun Kumar Yadav, in lieu of the fees charged wherein it is mentioned that the operative procedure was done under General Anaesthesia, stated that operation was done under local anaesthesia.

In light of the above, the Delhi Medical Council arrived at following findings :-

1) The procedure of closed reduction carried out for the nasal bone fracture was in accordance with the accepted professional practices in such cases.

2) No operation or admission / Discharge records were maintained.

3) Dr. A.K. Verma initially maintained that closed reduction was done under general anaesthesia as also reflected in the receipt of Rs. 20,000 issued by him to Shri Varun Kumar Yadav, but when asked to submit the medical records including the anaesthesia, OT notes and discharge, supported the assertion of Dr. R.K. Bhardwaj that the same was done under local anaesthesia.

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that name of Dr. A.K. Verma (DMC registration No. 15168) be removed from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council for a period of one month for conducting himself  in  a  manner  which  is  a  significant  departure  from  good  medial  practice through acts of misrepresentation, 
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default in complying with the notices of the Council and also on account of failure to maintain proper medical records.  A warning is issued to Dr. R.K. Bhardwaj (DMC registration No. 995) for failing to maintain proper medical records.  

The Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.

Complaint stands disposed.
