The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Balwinder Kaur, C-7B, Tilak Vihar, Delhi – 110018, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sehgal Nursing Home in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband late Manjit Singh resulting in his death on 18.1.2006.

Dr. Narin Sehgal, Medical Director, Sehgal Nursing Home submitted a copy of a letter dated 26.5.2006 of Smt. Balwinder Kaur seeking copy of medical records pertaining to treatment administered to late Manjeet Singh at Sehgal Nursing Home and the reply thereto of Sehgal Nursing Home dated 1st June, 2006 wherein Smt. Balwinder Kuar was requested to collect the medical records of late Manjeet Singh from Sehgal Nursing Home on any working day convenient to her after 2.30 pm.  Smt. Balwinder Kaur admitted to the receipt of letter dated 1st June, 2006 from Sehgal Nursing Home but stated that she could not find time to collect the medical records from Sehgal Nursing Home.  

The Medical Director also stated that the medical claim forms in respect of late Manjeet Singh have also been forwarded by Sehgal Nursing Home after completion of all formalities to the Life Insurance Corporation of India.  A letter dated 29.9.2007 forwarding the medi-claim papers of late Manjeet Singh was submitted by the Medical Director.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Medical Director, Sehgal Nursing Home, medical records of Sehgal Nursing Home and other documents on records.  

The Council observes that the patient was a case of fever with thrombo-cytopenia with typhoid who developed subdural haemotoma.  The patient was rapidly deteriorating in his level of consciousness, hence, brain surgery (craniotomy) was performed. The patient was operated under the cover of platelets F.F.P. as per prescribed norms and practices.  In view of the same, no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Sehgal Nursing Home in the treatment administered to late Manjeet Singh.  

It is further held that since in response to a request for copy of medical records from the complainant, an opportunity was provided to the complainant to collect the records of the hospital, no case of professional misconduct is made out against the doctors of Sehgal Nursing Home for non supply of medical records.  

The Council directed the Sehgal Nursing Home to provide all assistance to the complainant with respect to her medi-claim and inform the Delhi Medical Council for the action taken in this regard.
Complaint stands disposed.
