The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Vinda Sharma r/o. 303, Kalyanvas, Delhi – 110091, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to her husband late Shankar Kumar Sharma (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death on 3.9.2006.    

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Rajiv Kapil HOD (Medicine), Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital, Delhi and medical records of Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital.  The following were heard in person :-

The Delhi Medical Council makes the following observations :-

1. The patient was admitted at Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital on 3.9.2006 with complaints of fever with headache, loose motion with nausea since three days.  He was noted to be in a state of shock and was put on IV fluids, Inj. Rantidine IV and Inj. Perinorm.  The seriousness and prognosis was explained to the patient’s relatives and they were advised to transfer the patient to a higher centre, however, the same was refused by the patient’s relatives.  The patient was then put on inotopic support alongwith antiobiotics.
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2. The patient’s lab report showed serum Brilirubin (Total 4.2 mg%), Dengue serology (Ig M+ve), platelet count of 50,000/mm3).  A diagnosis of Dengue fever with shock was made.  The patient continued to deteriorate further and was put on O2 inhalation and other supportive measures.  However, he succumbed to his illness and was declared dead at 12.50 pm on 3.9.2006.  
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the patient was treated in accordance with the accepted professional practice in such cases and no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of treating doctors of Lal Bahadur Shastri Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
