O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Vipin Kumar Sharma, 22, Water Works, Chandrawal No. 1, Civil Lines, Delhi – 110054, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ranganathan and Dr. Sethi in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Ms. Aditi at Sushruth Trauma Centre (OPD Regn. No. 29358).

Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, copy of medical records of Sushruta Trauma Centre, Lok Nayak Hospital.

It is observed that complainant’s daughter Ms. Aditi (referred hereinafter as the patient) who had underwent fixed fibular plating and tension bend wiring (TBW) on 1.2.2006 for Bimalleolar fracture (Rt.) ankle was taken up for wire removal inside the joint under local anaesthesia on 15.9.2006 at Sushruta Trauma Centre, Lok Nayak Hospital, however, the same could not be completed because the patient could not tolerate the pain.  The patient was then referred to any government hospital for implant removal under proper anaesthesia.

It is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against doctors of Sushruta Trauma Centre for making an effort to remove the implant wire under local anaesthesia and then aborting the procedure when the patient could not tolerate the pain and referring the patient for implant removal under proper anaesthesia to another                                    hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
