O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined the complaint of Shri. V. Sasidharan alleging medical negligence by doctors of Dharamshila Cancer Hospital, Vasundhara Enclave, Delhi, in the treatment given to his wife late Latha Sasi when she was admitted at Dharamshila Cancer Hospital from 15.01.2003 to 18.01.2003.   The patient was an advance case of Carcinoma Breast (left side) with bony, liver and lung metastasis.  She was admitted at Dharamshila Cancer Hospital under Dr. M. Nundy for a respiratory infection.  The patient was diagnosed to be a case of  respiratory  infection based on clinical profile and investigations, and was accordingly treated

with  antibiotics, Oxygen  inhalation bronchodilators and other supportive measures.  The patient responded to the therapy, however, on 17th January, 2003 her condition deteriorated.  Further aggressive medical therapy was started by Dr. M. Nundy and opinion of the cardiologist Dr. Ashwani Johri was requested for.  Dr. Johri saw the patient within a reasonable duration after being called for and clinically suspected congestive heart failure and proceeded to perform Echo-cardiography urgengly.   During the process the patient developed cardio-vascular collapse.  Aggressive efforts were made by the treating cardiologist and the patient was shifted to ICU where she was put on ventilatory support.  During the course of the treatment, the patient was stabilized.  Next morning, the patient had a cardiovascular collapse and could not be revived despite adequate resuscitative efforts by the doctors in the ICU.   After a detailed examination of Dr. M. Nundy, Dr. A Johri, documents on record, Shri V. Sasidharan and documents of hospitalization of late Latha Sasi at Kailash Hospital, the Council concludes that there was no medical negligence by Dr. M. Nundy and Dr. A. Johri in the treatment provided to late Latha Sasi when she was hospitalized at Dharamshila Cancer Hospital from 15.01.2003 to 18.01.2003.
