The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Sukhwinder Kaur Bajaj r/o. H.No. 4/101, First Floor, Nirankari Colony, Delhi – 110009, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ajay Sharma, in the treatment administered to her at G.B. Pant Hospital.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint and medical records of G.B. Pant Hospital.  The Council observes that the patient diagnosed as lumbar meningomyelocele telipes was managed initially at Amritsar and later at G.B. Pant Hospital by Dr. Ajay Sharma.  The management at G.B. Pant Hospital was according to standard protocol.  Tethered cord was dethered, hydrocephalus was managed by VP shunt insertions, exploration of pseudomeningocele was treated with duroplasty and rehabilitation was carried.  All this treatment was according to standard protocol and prima facie, there appears to be no medical negligence. 

Complaint stands disposed.
