O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Dr. J.P. Jain, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Respondents 1 & 2, in the treatment administered to Dr. J.P. Jain at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital (Regn. No. 018472). 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Adarsh Chaudhary, copy of medical records of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on record. No written statement was filed by Respondent No. 2.  The Delhi Medical Council observed that Dr. J.P. Jain, 78 yr old male, had triple vessel coronary disease, and had undergone angioplasty.  The complainant has averred that he was not relieved with medicines and was suggested cholecystectomy.  The Delhi Medical Council holds that state of gall bladder and inflammatory adhesions are not possible to assess pre-operatively.  Partial cholecystectomy, as an operation, was  the  correct  decision  taken.  This is also exonerated by still having a bile leak, as the sutures

may have cut through because of inflammation and swelling.  Due to experience and good judgement, a drain was placed localizing this leak.  An ERCP and stenting has subsequently solved the problem.  Doing a partial Cholecystectomy has, in fact, prevented difficult biliary injury which could be morbid for the patient.  The clarification put forward by Dr. Adarsh Chaudhary in his written statement regarding the biopsy report and not getting a fresh ultrasound is found to be medically tenable.  Biopsy report usually comes 5-10 days after operation and is available only during follow up.  While the complainant’s difficulties after his operation is unfortunate, treating surgeon cannot be held responsible for the same.  On the contrary, surgeon’s experience and sound judgement has obviated a more difficult situation for the patient.  

Prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Adarsh Chaudhary or Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
