O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Raghubir Singh against Dr. Harish & Dr. S.K. Singh of Rao Tula Ram Memorial Hospital, Delhi.

The following were examined in person alongwith the complaint, the replies of doctors concerned and documents on record :-

It is the case of the complainant that Dr. Harish and Dr. S.K. Singh acted negligently as they neither provided adequate treatment to his son late Shri Ramnivas nor arranged for ambulance for his son’s transfer to AIIMS on 7.5.2003 when he (Ramnivas) was brought to the Rao Tula Ram Memorial Hospital in an emergency condition.

It was established during the course of enquiry that late Shri Ramnivas who was receiving treatment for Psoriasis with ankylosing spondylitis at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital for more than four months was brought in at Rao Tula Ram Memorial Hospital with hemophysis which developed as a complication of the ailment with which he was suffering.  As per the case sheets of the Rao Tula Ram Hospital, Late Shri Ramnivas was examined by Dr. Harish within reasonable time of his (the patient) arrival at 6.20 A.M. and his condition was monitored diligently by the doctors concerned.

On the issue of non-arrangement of ambulance for transfer of late Ramnivas to AIIMS, the C.M.O. on duty on 7.5.2003, Dr. Bikash Sinha, has mentioned in his statement that at the time of transfer of late Shri Ramnivas, there were two ambulances parked in the Hospital as claimed by the complainant, however, no driver was available.  In fact, at that time, the Hospital possessed three ambulances but there was only one driver posted.  The driver on duty at that time had gone to DDU Hospital with the ambulance No. DL 1A 1172 and returned at 8:10 AM, by which time, the patient had left in his own conveyance.  The same is confirmed by the entries in the log book of Vehicle No. DL 1A 1172.

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the treatment provided by Dr. Harish & Dr. S.K. Singh to late Shri Ramnivas was adequate for managing an emergency situation which had developed as a complication of Psoriasis and that they cannot be held accountable for non-availability of the ambulance.  The Council however expresses its concern that even though three ambulances were available at Rao Tula Ram Memorial Hospital adequate number of drivers were not available in the Hospital.
