The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri K.C. Jain r/o. WZ-248/2, Verender Nagar, Gali No. 6, New Delhi – 110058, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging professional misconduct and medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to his wife late Urmila Jain at Jaipur Golden Hospital (CR No. 141421), 2, Institutional Area, Sector-III, Rohini, Delhi – 110085. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. J.M.S. Kalra, Dr. Ashish Chandra, Medical Superintendent, Jaipur Golden Hospital, copy of medical records of Jaipur Golden Hospital and other documents on record.

Shri S.M. Jain stated that his father Shri K.C. Jain who has filed this complaint has expired on 17th September, 2008.

The Delhi Medical Council observed that the patient, a 67 year old female with complaints of cough, breathlessness, fecal incontinence during coughing and retrosternal burning sensation of three days duration was admitted in Jaipur Golden Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) on 28.5.2004.  The patient had history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension and had undergone cholicystectomy and mastectomy (Rt.) and had morbid obesity.  She was diagnosed as case of hypertension with diabetes mellitus and left ventricular failure.  The patient was investigated and managed by a team of multi-disciplinary specialists.  As per medical record, the patient was given injection Tozar 4.5gm I.V. after test dose and no drug reaction was reported.  However, on 3.5.2004, on being informed about the patient being allergic to pencillin group, Tozar was stopped.   The patient continued to struggle with co-morbid conditions and succumbed 
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to them on 6.6.2004.  It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the line of treatment adopted in the management of this patient was as per accepted professional practitices in such cases and no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of treating doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital including Dr. J.M.S. Kalra.  

The Delhi Medical Council, however, observed, that the hospitals should inform the patient beforehand about what type of medical treatments being offered by them which are not covered under the CGHS scheme, by displaying this information in a conspicuous place in the hospital premises so that it comes into public notice.    A copy of this Order be sent to Director General Health Services for dissemination of this observation to all the hospitals covered under the CGHS scheme.  

Complaint stands disposed.
