O R D E R

A complaint of Shri Mohd. Shahzad against Dr. Irshad Husain Naqvi and Abidin Medical Centre was examined by the Delhi Medical Council.  The following were examined in person alongwith documents on record :-

a) Haji Mohd. Yunus Qureshi (Father-in-law of the complainant who represented him)

b) Dr. Irshad Husain Naqvi

c)
Dr. Ziaul Abidin
It is the case of the complainant that the respondents committed medical negligence in the treatment administered to his 13 months old daughter, Alisha on 13.03.2003 at Abidin Medical Centre.  Alisha was subsequently shifted to Holy family Hospital, she expired on 14.03.2003.

It was established during the course of enquiry that Alisha was admitted at Abidin Medical Centre on 13th March, 2003 at 10.40 p.m. under Dr. Irshad Husain and was referred to Holy Family Hospital at 12.15 AM on 14.03.2003.  In  his  reply  Dr. Irshad Husain  has  stated  that  at  the time of admission

Alisha’s general condition was poor.  She had respiratory distress with cyanosis with dehydration and febrile. A chest X-ray of Alisha confirmed that she was suffering from Bronchopneumonia.  Dr. Irshad Husain treated the child with Antibiotics.

Alisha was referred to Holy Family Hospital at 12.15 AM. (14.03.2003).  Alisha was admitted in Holy Family Hospital at 1.00 AM on 14.03.2003 and expired at 3.00 AM on 14.03.2003.  The records of Holy Family Hospital confirm the diagnosis of Bronchopneumonia with Myocarditis with cardiogenic shock which was the cause of death.  The complainant’s contention that Alisha was not suffering from any ailment prior to 14.03.2003 is not in accordance with course of the disease; Bronchopneumonia does not develop as a sudden event.

It was brought to the notice of the Delhi Medical Council that the Abidin Medical Centre is not registered with Directorate of Health Services and has been issued notice by Directorate Health Services to stop all inpatient activities including any surgical work till it is registered.

In view of the above, it is the decision of this Council that the treatment administered by Dr. Irshad Husain to late Alisha conforms to the accepted professional practice in such cases and he has not committed any medical negligence.  The complaint stands disposed.
