O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mrs. Sita Mehrotra r/o. H.No. 90C, Gali No. 5, Vikas Marg, Sakarpur, Delhi – 110092, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sanjay Chaudhary, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Chaudhry Eye Centre & Laser Vision. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sanjay Chaudhary, copy of medical records pertaining to complainant’s treatment, other documents on records and heard the following in person :-

The Delhi Medical Council notes that:-

The surgery of intraocular lens implantation on Mrs. Sita Mehrotra (referred hereinafter as the patient) LE was uneventful and a good quality 10L had been implanted.  The main complaint of the patient is that in spite of being operated upon uneventfully, the patient is unable to see without glasses in the left eye.  However, with corrective glasses it improves to 6/9.  According to her she had been told prior to surgery she won’t need any glasses after the surgery.  Dr. Sanjay Chaudhary in his defence said that prior to surgery besides being counseled about the surgery all patients are given handouts in English and Hindi regarding instructions after Phaco operation.  The patient acknowledged receiving such handouts.  The handout does mention the need for glasses after surgery.  Based on these facts and the patient documents available it appears that the patient had an uncomplicated IOL surgery by Phaco in left eye.  She was implanted with an IOL power of +22 D.  The ultrasonic power calculation for Emmetropic, as from records available shows a power of + 22.56 D.  Accordingly an 10L of power +22.0 D was implanted.   Post operatively on 31.3.2008  she  was  prescribed +2.75/-10x950 for a vision of 6/9.     The Delhi Medical Council is

of the opinion that there is no medical negligence in this case as her vision is normal with acceptable post surgery refractive power.  The Delhi Medical Council, however, notes that Dr. Sanjay Chaudhary failed to produce the consent form on which the consent of the complainant was purportedly taken for performing the surgery and hence advices him to be more prudent in record keeping in future.  
Complaint stands disposed.
