O R D E R


The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Md. Asgar against doctors of Hindu Rao Hospital, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to his wife Smt. Azeema Khatoon at Hindu Rao Hospital, New Delhi. 

The complainant, Dr. Rahul and Medical Superintendent, Hindu Rao Hospital failed to appear in spite of notice.

Dr. Kamlesh, Dr. P.K. Govil neither filed their written statement nor appeared before the Delhi Medical Council  of Delhi Medical Council, in spite of notice. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. R.N. Bansal, Dr. Rahul, copy of medical records of Hindu Rao Hospital and other documents on record.  

Dr. R.N. Bansal was heard in person.

The Delhi Medical Council observes that the patient Smt. Azeema Khatoon who was suffering from gall stone disease underwent open cholecystectomy at Hindu Rao Hospital on 9th January, 2009 which was conducted by Dr. Kamlesh Kumar, Senior Resident and Dr. Rahul Bharti, DNB student.  The patient was discharged on 19th January, 2009.   The patient was re-admitted in Hindu Rao Hospital on 24th January, 2009 with complaint of jaundice and pain in abdomen and abdominal distension.  She was investigated and diagnosed as a case of biliary peritonitis after open cholecystectomy and referred to G.B. Pant Hospital for ERCP on 4th February, 2009 itself.  The ERCP done on 10th February, 2009 at GB Pant Hospital reported bile leak with almost complete stricture of proximal CBD.  The patient was subsequently treated at GB Pant Hospital for her medical condition.  
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In light of the above, the Delhi Medical Council  hold that Biliary leak which the patient developed subsequent to undergoing cholecystectomy at Hindu Rao Hospital is a known complication of the aforesaid surgery and for which she was subsequently referred to higher centre for treatment, hence, no medical negligence can be attributed in the treatment administered to the patient at Hindu Rao Hospital   The Delhi Medical Council further noted that the record keeping at Hindu Rao Hospital was very poor and left much to be desired.  The same is even acknowledged by the Medical Superintendent, Hindu Rao Hospital in course of an internal enquiry conducted by Hindu Rao Hospital in regard to this matter.   The Delhi Medical Council, therefore, directs that hospital authorities should take immediate steps to ensure that doctors employed there, maintain the patient’s records as per the accepted professional practices, so that such lapses are not committed in future.  

Complaint stands disposed.
