The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Bhagirath r/o. Gali No. 22, Sushant Vihar, Ebrahimpur, Delhi – 110036, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Delhi Hospital, 1/1, Sanjay Nagar, Opp. Fruit Mandi, Azadpur, Delhi – 110033, in the treatment administered to his wife Smt. Maan Kumari.

Complainant failed to appear in spite of notice.  

The Delhi Medical Council examined the complaint, written statement of Dr. Nepash Kacker, Dr. H.L. Kamboj of Delhi Hospital, copy of medical records of Delhi Hospital and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council observed that Smt. Maan Kumari was diagnosed case of gall bladder stone disease for which she underwent laparoscopic cholecystectomy on 10.3.2008 at Delhi Hospital and was discharged on 12th March, 2008.  The histopathology report was indicative chronic cholecystitis with no specific reactive lymphadenitis (Regional).

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that standard protocol of treatment was followed in the management of this case and no medical negligence can be attributed in the treatment administered to the patient.   It is further observed that Dr. H.L. Kamboj who claims to be the Hospital Administrator of Delhi Hospital, based on his qualifications of B.A.M.S. from Rajkiya Ayurvedic & Unani Medicine Council, Bihar or Bachelor of Electro Homeopathic Medicine & Surgery or Doctor of Medical in Electro Homeopathy  awarded  by Indian Electro Homeopathic Medical Council or Post graduate diploma

in Hospital Administration is not a qualified medical practitioner in terms of section 5(1) (b) of the Delhi Nursing Homes Registration Act, 1953 and section 2 (7) of Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997.   The Delhi Medical Council, therefore, directs Shri H.L. Kamboj to refrain from prefixing “Dr.” to his name and also requests the Directorate of Health Services to take appropriate action in terms of observations made hereinabove.

Complaint stands disposed.
