O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Satyawan Dhikao against doctors of Smt. Sucheta Kriplani Hospital, New Delhi.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Addl. Medical Superintendent, Smt. Sucheta Kriplani Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) and the case papers of the said Hospital pertaining to Shri Rakesh Kumar.

It is a case of the complainant that his brother late Shri Rakesh Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) who was admitted at the said hospital with fever and jaundice, died on 15.6.2001 due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to Shri Rakesh Kumar at the said hospital.  The complainat has also leveled the following allegations :-

a. Insistence by the doctor of the said hospital to get certain tests done at private centers.

b. Attempt made by the doctors of the said hospital to destroy the medical records pertaining to this case.

The following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council :-

1. Late Shri Rakesh Kumar was admitted at the said hospital on 27.5.2001 and was diagnosed to be a case of Chronic Alcoholic Liver Disease with Hepatic Encephalopathy and progressive liver cell failure with associated renal calculus disease.   The case records submitted by the respondent substantiate the fact that the doctors involved in the management of the case exercised reasonable degree of skill, knowledge and provided due care to the patient which was expected of them.

2. The line of treatment adopted by the doctors of the said hospital was in accordance with the accepted professional practices in such cases and since the disease carry a high mortality rate, in spite of the best efforts of the doctors of the said hospital, the patient could not be saved and he expired on 15.6.2001.

3. It was admitted by Dr. S.C. Mohapatra Addl. M.S., LHMC & Smt. S.S.K. Hospital that the patient was investigated utilizing all available hospital services excepting few investigations for which the facilities did not exist at the said Hospital and since they were essential for diagnosis, progress and guiding therapy, the same were advised to be done from outside the said hospital.  The Delhi Medical Council shares the concerns and appreciate the constrains of a Govt. Institution. 

4. The allegation of the complainant that the doctors of the said hospital attempted to destroy the medical records were found to be baseless as the copy of the records pertaining to this case were submitted by the respondent before the Delhi Medical Council.  The complainant neither participated in the disciplinary proceedings nor produced the allegedly damaged hospital records, which he claimed to have in his possession, in spite of being given the opportunity; the same raises an adverse presumption as to the genuineness of his claims.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the complaint of Shri Satyawan Dhikao is not only baseless but also frivolous and the same stands dismissed.
