O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from District Consumers Dispute Redressal Forum (North West District), forwarded by Medical Council of India, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Mrs. Anupama Kapoor r/o. A-5B/119-B, Janakpuri, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Hospital, HB-Twin Tower, Pitampura, Distt Centre, Wazirpur, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Asha Rawal, Dr. Tripti Sharan, Dr. Poonam Sidana and Medical Superintendent, Max Hospital, Pitampura, copy of medical records of the said Hospital and other documents, as provided by Medical Council of India.  

The Delhi Medical Council observed that Mrs. Anupama Kapoor (referred hereinafter as the patient) was a case of BOH (Bad Obstetrics History) with oligohydramnios for which induction was done on 24.2.2007 at the said Hospital.  During the first stage of labor fetal bradycardia was noted for which LSCS was advised but patient refused.  During second stage of labor due to poor maternal bearing down efforts and fetal bradycardia, outlet forceps application was considered.  As per medical records of the said Hospital only single blade was applied when patient had good uterine contractions, blade was removed and patient delivered spontaneously.  The baby was severely asphyxiated at birth requiring prolonged resuscitation and subsequent stay in the nursery suggests that events were due to birth asphyxia.  Cerebral palsy is known to occur following severe birth asphyxia as has happened in this case.  Single blade application of forceps per se can’t result in cerebral palsy.   
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In light of the above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against the doctors of Max Hospital, Pitampura, in the treatment administered to Mrs. Anupama Kapoor and her new born baby.  

Matter stands disposed.
