ORDER
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajbir Singh s/o. Shri Niranjan Singh r/o. B-129, Gali No. 6, Hardev Puri, Delhi-110093, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of, M.C.D., Swami Dayanand Hospital, Dilshad Garden, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Swami Dayanand Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said hospital).

The Complainant failed to appear inspite of notice.
Inspite of non-appearance of the complainant, in the interest of justice, the Delhi Medical Council proceeded to determine the matter on merits.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. M. Venugopal, Medical Superintendent, M.C.D. Swami Dayanand Hospital, copy of medical records of Swami Dayanand Hospital and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council notes that the complainant with history of fall from scooter six days back was admitted in the said hospital on 24th December, 2009.  The complainant was diagnosed as a case of Shutzker Type 2 fracture of tibia alongwith proximal fracture of fibula left leg.  The complainant underwent open Reduction  and  Internal  fixation  (ORIF)   of   tibia 
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fracture on 30th December, 2009.  The post operative recovery was uneventful and the complainant was discharged on 11th January, 2010 following stitch removal.  The complainant in follow up was examined in O.P.D. of the said hospital where he was advised to continue non weight bearing knee exercises and to continue oral antibiotics.  The complainant was admitted second time on 8th February, 2010 at the said hospital with history of fever with pain at operation side.  He was treated for cellulitis at operative site with high end antibiotics and discharged on 25th February, 2010.  The complainant was again seen in O.P.D. of the said hospital on 28th February, 2010 and was noticed to have discharging sinus. The complainant was advised antibiotics.  The complainant was again admitted at the said hospital on 8th March, 2010 with complaint of pus oozing out from the upper end of tibia.  The complainant was treated conservatively and discharged on 16th March, 2010 on antibiotics with advise to review in O.P.D. on 23rd March, 2010.  It appears that the complainant was readmitted in the said hospital on 26th April, 2010 with complaint of discharging sinus and treated with antibiotics and discharged on 4th May, 2011.  Subsequently the complainant had the plate and screws removed at Shahdara Orthopaeidic and Surgical Centre, Loni Road, Shahdara during his admission from 14th May, 2010 to 17th May, 2010.

In light of the above, it is observed that the oozing from sinus is a known complication of the surgical procedure which the complainant underwent and the same was treated by the doctors of the said hospital as per standard protocol.  It is further noted that the Medical Superintendent, Swami Dayanand Hospital in his written statement averred that the option of removal of implants was not ruled out.  The Delhi Medical Council observes that the decision regarding removal of infected implants is based on various variables and depends upon the clinical judgement of the treating surgeon.

It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Swami Dayanand Hospital in the treatment  administered  to 
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complainant, however, it is advised that the authorities may take steps to promote better communication between doctors and patients.

Complaint stands disposed.
