ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Dr. Aanchal Kakkar, Senior Resident, Deptt. of Anaesthesiology, UCMS & GTB Hospital, Shahadara, Delhi, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. A.G. Radhika, in the treatment administered to the complainant at GTB Hospital, Shahadara, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said hospital).

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. A.G. Radhika, copy of medical records of GTB Hospital and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council notes that the complaint with history of G2A1 with eleven weeks of pregnancy having diagnosis of missed abortion underwent suction and evacuation under GA on 8th  January, 2010  at  the

said hospital.  Dilatation of cervix was difficult and despite pre-operative misoprost instillation products had to be removed with ovum forceps.  Since products retrieved were not corresponding to the period of gestation, attempt was made to remove it with ovum forceps. Unit Head, Dr. Geeta Radhakrishnana was called for help, she also checked the cavity with curette.  She suspected?  adherent products, ?? septum of uterus and advised to stop the procedure.  The complainant was kept under observation in view of retained products.  During post operative period the complainant complained of abdominal discomfort for which USG whole abdomen, X-ray abdomen was advised and surgical consultation was obtained.  The X-ray abdomen was noted to show gas under diaphragm. The surgical opinion postulated the possibility of uterine perforation and possibility of Bowel perforation. C.T. abdomen was advised.  However, since the C.T. scan machine was not working at the said hospital, the complainant got admitted at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital on 9th January, 2010.  The complainant was diagnosed as case of perforation peritonitis and underwent exploratory laparotomy.  The complainant was discharged on 13th January, 2010.  The complainant subsequently underwent Ileostomy Closure (S/S Anastomosis) at Medanta Medicity during her admission between 5th March, 2010 to 8th March, 2010.

In light of the above the Delhi Medical Council makes the following observations -:

1. Perforation of the uterus is a known complication of the procedure of suction and evacuation.  Although, Gut injuries are rare but can occur in the best of hands.  Suspicion was kept in mind and all attempts were taken to diagnose it.
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2. It is noted that Dr. A.G. Radhika sought both gynaecolgical consultation during the procedure and subsequently surgical consultation for the post-operative abdominal pain, as a prudent doctor in the best interest of the patient.

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. A.G. Radhika in the treatment administered to the complainant Dr. Aanchal Kakkar at G.T. B. Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
