The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri D.K. Gupta, Addl. DCP, East Distt., Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Surender Pratap Singh of Pushpanjali Hospital, A-15, Pushpanjali, Vikas Marg Extn., Delhi – 110092, in failing to register MLC in respect of death of Rahul Jain s/o. Adesh Jain r/o. 210, Surya Niketan, Delhi.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Manish Kumar, Medical Superintendent, Pushpanjali Medical Centre, medical records of Pushpanjali Medical Centre and other documents on record.

It is alleged in the complaint that on 28.12.2009 at about 9.30 pm one deceased Rahul Jain s/o. Adesh Jain r/o. 210, Surya Niketan, Delhi was taken to Pushpanjali Medical Centre, Anand Vihar, Delhi in serious condition, where he was attended by the duty doctor Dr. Surender Pratap Singh.  His ECG was done that showed straight line and Rahul Jain was declared dead.  Dr. Surender Pratap Singh informed the local police, but he did not prepare the MLC of the deceased which he was supposed to do, in case he suspects any foul play in the death of deceased.  It shows the irresponsibility of Dr. Surender Pratap Singh and as well as Pushpanjali Medical Centre.  It is, therefore, recommended that a suitable action as per rule may be initiated against Dr. Surender Pratap Singh and Hospital authorities of Pushpanjali Medical Centre.

The Delhi Medical Council noted that Dr. Manish Kumar, Medical Superintendent, Pushpanjali Medical Centre has informed that Dr. Surender Pratap Singh was working on locum basis with Pushpanjali Medical Centre and at present is no more working with Pushpanjali Medical Centre.  His last known whereabouts were also not known to Pushpanjali Medical Centre.
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Dr. Manish Kumar, Medical Superintendent, Pushpanjali Medical Centre in his written statement averred that on 28.12.2009 at around 9.30 pm, one deceased Rahul Jain was brought dead to Pushpanjali Medical Centre emergency.  On examination the deceased had no respiration, no heart sounds were heard, BP and pulse were unrecordable.  Pupils were dilated and fixed.  His death was confirmed by taking ECG that showed straight line and hence was declared brought dead in presence of his family members.  We did not suspect any foul play and as the deceased was brought to the hospital by his family members which included (father, his wife, father in law and brother in law), was declared dead in their presence.  The body of Rahul Jain did not bear any ligature or injury marks and as the deceased was young we informed the police.  The information was given to Police Station Anand Vihar on the following number : 22155216 to the head constable Ramlal – Docket No. 324 subsequently ASI Arvind Kumar attended the call.  The body of Rahul Jain was taken by his family members in presence of ASI Arvind Kumar.  However, the police also felt that no further legal investigations is required.  Subsequently there is mutual settlement in the family.  
The Delhi Medical Council observes that under the circumstances detailed hereinabove, (where a patient of young age has been brought dead) that by informing police only partial professional obligation under the statutes was discharged and it was incumbent that MLC should have been initiated in this case.   It is further observed that police also was not diligent about completing the legal formalities. 
The Delhi Medical Council also notes that Dr. Surender Pratap Singh was not registered with Delhi Medical Council.

The Delhi Medical Council, therefore, issues a warning to Dr. Manish Kumar (DMC registration No. 14876), Medical Superintendent, Pushpanjali Medical Centre with the direction to ensure that such lapses are not repeated in future.  

Complaint stands disposed.
