The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Manoj Kumar r/o. H.No. 74, Sector-5, Part-6, Gurgaon, Haryana, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sudhir Rawal, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Raghubir Singh at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, Sector-V, Rohini, Delhi, resulting in his death on 11.5.2009. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sudhir Rawal of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, Rohini, Delhi, copy of medical records of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre and other documents on record.  
The Delhi Medical Council observed that the patient has been non-compliant as far as follow up is concerned, therefore, this itself has vitiated the chances of survival that could have been possible for an otherwise early disease.  The recurrent disease needs debulking before it is subjected to further comprehensive management, hence surgery was done/advised.  Patient once again did not comply with the advice of doctors for chemotherapy which was necessary.  Follow up CECT/PET are subjective and could have been advised only if the patient would have gone for physical review instead of discussing it on phone.  In an already recurrent disease the progression is known.  PET scan in such a case may be fallacious or non conclusive especially in a case the disease status is known clinically.  Disease progression presents like the one that has happened in this unfortunate case.  
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In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Sudhir Rawal of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre, Rohini, in the treatment of complainant’s father late Shri Raghubir Singh.
Complaint stands disposed.
