O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council comprising of the following specialists examined a reference No. F./CDRF-V/NW/2009/4448 dated 15th June, 2010 from President, District Consumer Dispute, Redressal Forum North West, CSC Block-C, Pocket-C, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi, seeking expert opinion in respect of C.C. No. 297/03 Master Nakul Vs. Sunderlal Jain Hospital. 
The Delhi Medical Council perused the reference from President, District Consumer Dispute, Redressal Forum North West, copy of complaint, written statement of Sunderlal Jain Hospital, replication  thereto, copy of medical records and other document as provided by the President, District Consumer Dispute, Redressal Forum North West, alongwith the reference mentioned hereinbefore.

The following issue was taken up for determination:-

“Whether the patient (Master Nakul) lost his right eye or suffered paralysis in left portion of body or disfigurement of the right portion of the head and forehead due to negligence, if any, committed during the CT scan (Head) performed on 5.8.2008 at Sunderlal Jain Hospital.”

It is observed that a contrast CT scan of Head is undertaken in cases of patient suffering from Tubercular Meningitis, to confirm and to find out the severity of the disease and its effects.  A non-ionic contrast medium like omnipaque is injected into the body usually through vein of the arm, as a standard procedure.  The CT report findings dated 5.8.2002 of Sunderlal Jain Hospital confirmed that expected contrast effect was achieved for diagnostically concluding that CT scan was “suggestive of post meningitis sequalae with suggestion of post vasculitis large infarct involving right fronto-temporo-parietal region with significant pressure effect”.  We are, therefore, of the opinion that no medical negligence can be attributed in respect of the CT scan (Head) performed on 5.8.2002 at Sunderlal Jain Hospital.  The patient was subsequently diagnosed and treated at Hindu Rao Hospital, New Delhi as a case of TBM with post meningetic sequlae with phthisis Bullbi Right eye.  We, therefore, conclude that the medical condition of the patient viz. disfigurement or loss of right eye is a known complication in an unconscious patient and was due to the natural progression of his disease and not due to any act of medical negligence. 
Matter stands disposed.
