O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, of Smt. Pushpa Sharma alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. T.S. Kler of Escorts Heart Institute & Research Centre.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. T.S. Kler, case papers of Escorts Heart Institute & Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) and heard the Respondent in person.  The complainant failed to attend the hearing in this matter on 22.12.2003, in spite of notice.

It is a case of the complainant that her husband Shri V.N. Sharma (referred hereinafter as the patient) who had undergone by-pass surgery in the year 1995 at the said Hospital, was admitted for Coronary Angiography, as advised by the Respondent on 5.5.2003, at the said Hospital; the patient subsequently developed neurological problem, which the complainant attributes to medical negligence on the part of the Respondent in performing Angiography.

The following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council: -

1) The patient with a history of CAD, diabetes and rest angina on 24/25 April 2003 underwent Coronary Angiography on 6.5.2003 at the Hospital.  The same was performed by the Respondent.

2) On 7.5.2003 the patient became disoriented, the CT Scan confirmed CVA, for which he was managed accordingly.  The patient was discharged on 8.5.2003. 

In view of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that :

(a) The Coronary Angiography in this case was indicated and the same was performed by the Respondent in accordance with accepted professional practice.  

(b)
The CVA, which the patient subsequently developed, was not related to the Angiography procedure.  It is however observed that since the patient had a history of artherosclerosis, he was susceptible to such an episode.
(b) No medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. T.S. Kler in the treatment administered by him to the patient.

Complaint stands disposed.
