The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ajat Shatru r/o. 1/29, D-II, Sarang Sadan, Mehrauli, New Delhi- 110030, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging practice in medicine by Dr. Ashok Verma, Jai Siya Ram Ayurvedic Nidarshala, 326-B/4, Mehrauli, New Delhi-110030 without holding any recognized medical qualification.  Shri Ashok Verma in his written statement to the Council denied prescribing any medicine and claimed himself to be a naturopath.  The office of CDMO (South), Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, in its report submitted to the Council informed that whilst carrying out inspection at Jai Siya Ram Ayurvedic Nidanshala, 326-B/4, Mehrauli, New Delhi, certain ayurvedic medicines were found and that the clinic was being run by Dr. R.K. Babbar who is registered with Delhi Bhartiya Chikitsa Parishad under registration No. BA/3981.  It was further reported that Shri Ashok Verma is a naturopath and practices naturopathy.  

In view o f the above, it is the decision of the Council that the allegation leveled by Shri Ajat Shatru are unfounded and the complaint stands dismissed.
