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O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri B.D. Sharma against Dr. O.P. Sharma, Dr. Anil Chaturvedi, Dr. Satish Goel and Dr. Amitabh Goel of Shanti Mukand Hospital.  The following were examined in person alongwith the complaint, replies of Respondents 1 to 4 and case papers of Shanti Mukand Hospital :

It is a case of the complainant that his son late Vishal Sharma (referred hereinafter as the patient), who was admitted on 15.10.2003 at Shanti Mukand Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), died due to medical negligence on the part of Respondents 1 to 4 in treatment administered by them to the patient.  

Following are the findings of the Delhi Medical Council :-

1. The patient was admitted on 15.10.2003 at 5.40 PM in an unconscious state, asymmetry of pupils, with indications of hemorrhage (subconjuctival hemorrhage, purpuric patches) with history of fever 4-5 days and bilateral parotid enlargement.  The CT Scan confirmed intracerebral and intraventricular hemorrhage.  Preliminary haemotology report dated 15.10.2003 was suggestive of Acute Leukemia with thrombo cytopenia.  As per the doctors note sheet of the said hospital, the patient was administered cerebral decongestive measures including dexamethasone and phenytoin.  

2. The condition of the patient deteriorated further and he subsequently developed cyanosis, bradycardia followed by cardio respiratory arrest, all resuscitative measures 
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were given, however, the patient could not be revived and was declared dead at 11.15 PM on 15.10.2003 with a diagnosis of ALL with DHF with PUO.  The case papers of the said hospital substantiate the assertions made by the Respondents 1 to 4 in their reply that the poor prognosis of the patient was explained to the relatives, the same is however, denied by the complainant.  

3. The allegation of the complaint that two discharge summaries of the patient with interpolation by the said hospital, was rebutted by the Respondents 1 to 4.  On comparison of the two discharge summaries, it appears that the word “Intracereberal bleed” was added on in the second discharge summary, which has raised suspicion in the mind of the complainant.  In their reply to the allegation, the Respondents 1 to 4 have clarified that the words “Intracereberal bleed” were added to explicitly explain the condition of the patient, as was reflected in the CT Scan report referred hereinabove.  The explanation forwarded is found to be satisfactory, however, it is observed that the doctors/hospital must not indulge in issuance of two discharge summaries.  

In light of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that:-

(i) The line of treatment adopted to Respondent 1 to 4 in the treatment administered by them to the patient, under the circumstances, was in accordance with accepted professional practices in such cases.  The patient was admitted with intracranial hemorrhage due to thrombocytopenia due to Acute Leukemia.  The prognosis in such a condition is very poor.    

(ii) No act of medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Respondents 1 to 4 in the treatment administered by them to late Vishal Sharma.

The complaint stands disposed.
