Mr. M.S. Chaturvedi was hospitalized on 9.10.2003 in emergency with history of upper GI bleeding at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi. 

It was alleged by the complainant that Mr. M.S. Chaturvedi consulted Dr. V. Hariharan on 6th October, 2003 at home and that he did not have any Left Ventricular Failure or any evidence of Congestive Cardiac Failure and there was no indication for administering Tablet Lasix 40 mg twice a day.

Dr. Hariharan stated that when he examined the patient, he had evidence of Left Ventricular Failure.  ECG was within normal limit, Chest X-Ray was clear, the patient had incipient Left Ventricular Failure.  He submitted that Lasix does not produce Gastro Intestinal ulcers.  The occurrence of upper Gastro intestinal bleed cannot be attributed to Lasix Therapy which was indicated due to the clinical condition of the patient and the diagnosis of incipient Left Ventricular Failure.

The patient was also suffering from Acute on chronic renal failure with associated pleural effusion which was managed appropriately.  Upper GI hemorrhage specially in the elderly carries a high mortality.  In this instant case, admission of Tab Lasix was not the cause of Gastro Intestinal hemorrhage 
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There appears no medical negligence on the part of the treating doctors who managed this case.

Complaint stands disposed.
