The  meeting  was  adjourned  at  2.30 pm  due  to  lack  of  quorum.     The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 p.m.
The Vice-President welcomed the members and chaired the meeting due to un-availability of the President.  

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 22nd August, 2012.
Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 22nd August, 2012, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed.       
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 22nd August, 2012.

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved. 
3. To discuss about allowing lawyers in Disciplinary Committee proceedings. 

The Council noted the provision 8.2 of Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics), Regulations, 2002, wherein it is mentioned that, “upon receipt of any complaint of professional misconduct, the appropriate Medical Council would hold an enquiry and give opportunity to the registered medical practitioner to be heard in person or by pleader.”

The Council further noted provisions of Rule 32 of Delhi Medical Council Rules, 2003, which specify the procedure on receipt of complaint that “on the date of hearing or any other date to which hearing could be adjourned, it shall be obligatory on the parties to appear before the Council.”

The Council observed that for proper and effective determination of issues of medical negligence, it is imperative that the parties involved with the case especially the doctors who have treated the patient should be examined in person.  Permitting the parties to appear through pleader would defeat the whole purpose of enquiry.  Hence, we do not see any merit in allowing parties to appear through pleaders.
4. To discuss about the On-line Registration.

The Council directed that Dr. P.K. Malik, CMO, DGHS and Dr. Vikas Malhotra, Asst. Professor, Deptt. of ENT, Lok Nayak Hospital, be also co-opted to Online Registration Committee to examine all the proposals received in this regard till date and revert back to the Council with its recommendations within time bound period.  
5. To discuss about the issue of online C.M.E.

Dr. Anil Goyal, Chairman, CME Committee, briefed the Council that advertisement inviting 
proposals for CME online program was published in Hindustan Times & Times of India Navbharat Times – (2nd September 2012).  Four companies (namely Techved, Wolters Kluwer Health, Wiley & BMJ Learning) submitted their proposals and came for interview on 
26th September, 2012 in DMC office. These companies were evaluated on following points:-

1. Web-Hosting of Learning Resources produced by DMC experts with collaborator company doing peer & editorial reviewing ,editorial guidance, copy editing ,proof reading , administrative support with online portfolio of users.

2. Collaborator company having their own online CME Program with learning resources in the form of CPD, 5 minute clinical Consult(Audio/Video format).

3. Credentials

4. Cost to DMC 

5. Cost to DMC Members

6. Revenue Sharing 

7. Keenness in Project

The Council accepted the proposal of BMJ Learning for online CME programme with Delhi Medical Council, as it was best proposal out of all proposals.  It was further decided that an MOU is to be signed with BMJ Learning, taking into consideration of all the relevant factors.  
6. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct

1. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 830- A complaint of Dr. Amitabh Gupta, r/o A-6/45, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-110063 alleging medical negligence on the part of the Dr. T. Jindal(HOD) and Dr. Manish Gupta (Associate Consultant), Jaipur Golden Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Dr. Monika Gupta’s new born baby, resulting in baby’s death on 28th October, 2010 at Jaipur Golden Hospital, was confirmed. 
2. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 789 - A representation from DCP West Distt, New Delhi, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Gyan Chand Gupta r/o. 2301, Sector-B, Urban Estate, Karnal, allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to late Gyan Chand Gupta at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, New Delhi, resulting in his death on 12.4.2010, came up for confirmation.

Whilst confirming the decision of Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that in the facts and circumstances of this case, Medical Superintendent, Maharaja Agrasen Hospital be issued a caution for the administrative shortcomings as highlighted in the Disciplinary Committee Order.  
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
3. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 967-A reference from SPO, PNDT, Directorate of Family Welfare, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, as per which a sting operation was conducted by News Express T.V. channel which showed that a lady doctor namely Dr. Maya Devi Agarwal of A-29, Anand Vihar, Vikas Marg Extension Main Road (Near Gurudwara), Delhi- 110092, was accepting advance money from a decoy customer for conducting illegal abortion; and thereby allegedly committing professional misconduct, came up for confirmation.  
While confirming the decision, the Council observed that the decision / opinion of the Delhi Medical Council holding Dr. Maya Devi Agarwal guilty of professional misconduct is final.   However, the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.  
This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed. 
4. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 886- A complaint of Shri Rajesh Bhola r/o. H. No. 1218, Sector-14, Sonepat, Haryana, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, A Block, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi – 110088, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandmother Smt. Sheela Devi at Fortis Hospital, came up for confirmation.

Whilst confirming the decision of the Executive Committee, the Council observed that the remark “It is further observed that there was also no need to do serial echocardiograms in the hospital” appearing in the Executive Committee Order is unwarranted and the same is expunged.
The Order of the Executive Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
5. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 867- A representation from Police Station Safdarjung Enclave, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Pramod Kumar r/o. H.No. E/287, East Kidwai Nagar, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Abhishek at Sukhmani Hospital, Safdarjung Enclave, New Delhi; subsequently patient was shifted to Max Hospital, Saket, New Delhi where he was declared brought dead on 20.2.2011, was confirmed.

6. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 952- A complaint of Shri Satish Chander Pasricha, 1/207, Subash Nagar, New Delhi-110027, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Patparganj, Delhi-110092, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife late Sunita Rani at Max Super Speciality Hospital, resulting in her death on 25.9.2011, was confirmed.
7. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 883 - A complaint of Shri Noor Hasan r/o. A-46, Jawahar Mohalla, Shashi Garden, Patparganj, Delhi, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, was confirmed.

8. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 997 - A complaint of Shri Garuav Gupta, 251, UFG Kailash Hill, New Delhi against Tyagi Hospital & Maternity Centre, 210, G.T. Road, Near Azadpur Subzi Mandi, Sarai Pipal Thala, Azadpur, New Delhi-110033, came up for confirmation.

The Council observed that the matter be referred back to the Executive Committee for re-consideration on the issue regarding obtaining consent of the husband under the MTP Act. 
7. To discuss about the issue of press briefing by Council members.
The Council observed that as per Section 9 of Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997, “The proceedings of every meeting of the Council, shall be treated as confidential; and no person, shall, without the previous resolution of the Council, 
disclose any portion thereof: 

Provided that nothing in this section shall be deemed to prohibit any person from disclosing or publishing the text of any resolution adopted by the Council, unless the 
Council directs such resolution also to be treated as confidential.”

It was further observed that only the President or the Secretary should communicate with press/media and only if a Member has been authorized by the 
President, he may make a statement on behalf of the Council.
The Council directed that any member found to be violating the decision of the Council will invite stringent action in future. 
8. To discuss about the minutes of Anti Quackery Committee meeting held on 5th & 6th July, 2012 (pending cases in relation to persons practicing integrated medicine) 
The Registrar informed that in number of complaints regarding quackery, the survey reports received from the office of CDMOs mentions that the individual have been practicing in integrated system of medicine and does not specify whether they are practicing allopathy system of medicine or not.  The Council directed that in all such cases, the concerned CDMOs be asked to conduct fresh survey or clarify whether such individuals are practicing in allopathy system of medicine, so that further necessary action in this regard may be considered.  The Council further directed that in all cases in which a person has been reported to be practicing in allopathy system of medicine in the NCT of Delhi without being registered with Delhi Medical Council including those who may be holder of BAMS qualification or registered with Delhi Bhartiya Chikitsa Parishad, legal action as envisaged under Section 27 of Delhi Medical Council Act, be initiated. 
9. To discuss about the minutes of Finance Committee meeting.

Minutes of the Finance Committee meeting held on 10th September, 2012, which were circulated to the Council members present, were confirmed.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘A’.
10. Any other item with permission of Chair


The Council directed that the Executive Committee should take up the issue of quantum of 
punishment.  It was further directed that alongwith this issue, the Executive Committee should 
also take up with the following connected issues :-

(a) The duration for which stricture issued to a registered medical practitioner of DMC to be shown on the DMC website.
(b) Issue of good standing certificate to doctors who have been given warning / suspension. 

The Executive Committee may invite Dr. K.K. Aggarwal to deliberate on the aforementioned issues in the Executive Committee meeting.
