The  meeting  was  adjourned  at  2.00 pm  due  to  lack  of  quorum.     The meeting was reconvened at 2.30 p.m.
Dr. Chander Prakash welcomed the members and chaired the meeting due to un-availability of the President and the Vice-President.  The President subsequently joined the meeting.
The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 23rd May, 2012.
Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 23rd May, 2012, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed   
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 23rd May, 2012.

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved. 
3. To discuss about the On-line Registration.

The Secretary informed that a detailed proposal has not yet been submitted in regard to On-line registration by Idea Tree, C-25, Vasant Vihar, New Delhi-110057.  The Secretary further informed that the vendor will be requested to submit detailed proposal within one week.  It was further informed that once the proposal has been submitted and examined by the Committee, the Committee shall revert back to the Council with its recommendations.  
4. To discuss the issue of online C.M.E.
The Secretary informed that a CME Committee meeting was convened for discussing the issues like Sharing of revenue, Copyright, Proprietorship, Independent working cost, where it was decided to contact Elsevier Company also for online CME.  Proposal for BMJ learning has been received regarding sharing of revenue.  It was further informed that once the proposal has been submitted and examined by the Committee, the Committee shall revert back to the Council with its recommendations.  
5. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct

1. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 794- A complaint of Shri Mumtaz Ahmed r/o. 156/22, Jakhir Nagar, Okhla, New Delhi – 110025, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Rashida, resulting in her death on 10.9.2010 at Lok Nayak Hospital, was confirmed.
2. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 804 - A  representation from Police Station Madhu Vihar, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Sheemala Devi w/o. Shri Mahesh Kumar r/o. B-28, Gali No. 11, Zaidi Market Mandawali Fazalpur, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the patient), allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Sheemala Devi at Ram Lal Kundan Lal Orthopaedic Hospital & R.K. Maternity Home, 8, Pandav Nagar, Opposite Mother Dairy, Patparganj Road, Delhi and Max Super Speciality Hospital, 108 A, I.P. Extension, Opposite Sanchar Apartments, Patparganj, Delhi, was confirmed. 
3. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 774 - A complaint of Dr. (Mrs.) Sneh Prabha r/o. H.No. 5, 1st floor, Dayanand Vihar, Vikas Marg, Delhi – 110092, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Tarun Mittal in the treatment administered to her husband late Naresh Kumar Chugh at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, Delhi, resulting in his death on 18.7.2010, was confirmed. 
4. The order of the Disciplinary Committee Comp. No.780-A complaint of Ms. Meenakshi Jain, Advocate, 29, Lawyers Chambers, Block II, Delhi High Court, New Delhi alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Late Shri P.K. Jain, resulting in his death on 1st April, 2009 at Indraprashta Apollo Hospital was confirmed.  
5. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 796- A complaint of Smt. Nathi Devi w/o. Shri Mantu Ram, Jugi No. A Block, 168, Sarai Pipal Bathili, Bandhola, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Santom  Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Sonu at Santom Hospital, D-5, Prashant Vihar, Outer Ring Road, Rohini, Delhi, resulting in his death on 25.6.2010 at Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital, where he subsequently received treatment, came up for confirmation 
Whilst confirming the decision of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that the observation “It should be mandatory for all patients who are admitted to be seen by qualified medical resident before being referred to a speciality for further management” made in the Order of the Disciplinary Committee be substituted with the observations “It is advisable for all patients who are admitted to be seen by qualified medical resident before being referred to a speciality for further management”.

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.

6. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 913- A complaint of Shri P.K. Chauhan, Advocate, Ch. No. D-313, Karkardooma Courts, Delhi – 110032, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence & professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Ashok Grover, Dr. Manish Kumar, Dr. Vinay Aggarwal and Pushpanjali Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Kailash Singh Chauhan at Pushpanjali Medical Centre, A-15, Pushpanjali, Vikas Marg Extn., Delhi – 110092, resulting in his death on 23.8.2011, was confirmed.
7. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 932- A complaint of Shri S.P. Singh, r/o RZ-26, Gali No. 1, East Sagarpur, New Delhi-110046, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. R.N. Kalra in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Chalti Devi at Kalra Hospital, Kirti Nagar, New Delhi, was confirmed.
8. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 939- A representation from SHO, Police Station Darya Ganj, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Faizal Ali, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Faizal Ali at Sabherwal Hospital, Darya Ganj, resulting in his death on 26.3.11 at Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi where he subsequently received treatment, was confirmed.
9. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 953- A complaint of Shri Kulbir Singh, 6077/C-6, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi-110070, alleging professional misconduct of the part of Dr. Deepak Bawa, D-249, Defence Colony, New Delhi, was confirmed.
10. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 965- A representation of Smt. Shashi Kala, w/o, Shri Sumit, House No.H-Block, Udaseen Ashram, Mangolpuri, Delhi against Dr. Tina Nirwani Goyal of Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Hospital, Mangolpuri, Delhi, was confirmed.
11. The Order of the Executive Committee in Complaint No. 850- A complaint of Shri Vinod Kumar Kandpal r/o. Flat No. 120L, Sector-4, Pushpvihar, M.B. Road, New Delhi – 110017, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Krishna Hospital & Research Centre, Haldwani and Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s nephew Shri Manish Upadhayay at Krishna Hospital & Research Centre, Haldwani, Uttaranchal and Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi, was confirmed.
6. To discuss report of Anti quackery Committee
On the suggestion of Dr. Anil Bansal, Chairman, Anti-Quackery Committee of Delhi Medical Council, the Council directed that a reminder letter be sent to Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi regarding complaint against Dr. Jatin Chaudhary. 
On enquiry from Chairman, Anti-Quackery Committee, the Secretary informed that a Criminal Complaint has been filed under Section 27 of Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997 against Shri N.K. Joshi in the Court of Metropolitan Magistrate.

(a) The Council directed the Chairman, Ethics Committee of Delhi Medical Council to look into the 
issue of advertisements by hospitals in print and electronic media and to revert back to the Council with its recommendations. 
(b) Finance Committee to prepare budget to be asked form Delhi Govt.
(c) Ethics Committee to draft communication guidelines, record keeping guidelines
(d) Amendment Committee to draft various amendments in Delhi Medical Council Act.
