The  meeting  was  adjourned  at  2.30 pm  due  to  lack  of  quorum.     The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 p.m.
The President welcomed the members to the meeting.  

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 3rd October, 2012.
Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 3rd October, 2012, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed with the observation that in respect of agenda number (5) - the Council directed that the proposed MOU with BMJ Group be circulated to all the Council members; the members are requested to give their suggestions / views in this regard.
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 3rd October, 2012.

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved. 
3. To discuss about the On-line CME and Online Registration.

The Council directed that on the issue of CME online, MOU with BMC Learning be discussed in the Council meeting after receiving views / comments of the Council members. 
On the issue of Online Registration, the Registrar informed that Dr. P.K. Malik and Dr. Vikas Malhotra co-opted members of the Online Registration Committee were requested to give their comments / views but the same are still awaited.  The Council directed the Online Registration Committee to finalise this issue and submit their recommendation, so that this matter can be taken up by the Council. 
4. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct

The Council directed that one Council member may study the Orders of medical negligence of Disciplinary Committee and Executive Committee, which are being presented in the Council meeting and prepare a case summary and brief the Council members.
1. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 960 - A representation from Police Station Mangolpuri, Delhi, seeking medical opinion, in respect of death of new born male child of Smt. Gausiya Bano, w/o Shri Kamil Hussain, H-866, Shakurpura, J.J. Colony, Delhi-110034, allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to baby of Smt. Gausiya Bano at Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital, Pitampura, Delhi, came up for confirmation.
Whilst confirming the decision of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that the words “made an error in judgment as she” appearing in the observation at point 4 of Disciplinary Committee Order be expunged from the Order, as the same is unwarranted. 
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
5. The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in Complaint No. 819 - A complaint of Shri Ravinder Singh Dagar r/o. V & PO Ujjwa, New Delhi, alleging irregularities committed in the preparation of MLC report No. 1673 of 2010 by Dr. B.B. Sinha of Rao Tula Ram Hospital, came up for confirmation.

Whilst confirming the decision of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that in light of the seriousness of professional misconduct committed by Dr. B.B. Sinha, issuance of just a warning to him, will not serve the interest of justice, hence, Council directs that name of Dr. B.B. Sinha be removed from State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council for a period of 30 days ; stricture to be recorded in State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council.   The Council further directed that Dr. B.B. Sinha be taken off the MLC duty.

The Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.

6. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 873 - A complaint of Shri. K.L. Mehta, S2/107, Old Mahavir Nagar, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi- 110018 against Kukreja Hospital & Heart Centre, Rajouri Garden, Delhi, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, was confirmed.
7. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 892 - A complaint of Shri Anil Kumar r/o. Village Bagdola, Sector-8, Dwarka, New Delhi – 110075, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajkumar and Dr. B.N. Patil of Ayushman Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Ayushman Hospital, Sector-XII, Dwarka, Delhi – 110075, was confirmed.
8. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 895 - A complaint of Shri Pulokchandra s/o. late Ranjit r/o. Chandra Niwas, D-111, Jai Vihar, Najafgarh, New Delhi – 110043 against Sinha Fracture & Surgical Centre, Gopal Nagar, Najafgarh, New Delhi – 110043, came up for confirmation.

Whilst confirming the decision of the Executive Committee, the Council observed that 
non-initiation of MLC in cases of road traffic accidents amounts to an act of professional 
misconduct, hence, a warning be issued to Dr. S.K. Sinha.

The Order of the Executive Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is 
confirmed.
9. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 898 - A complaint of Shri Sachin Taneja r/o. Shiv Ganga Properties, C-37, Gali No. 9, Mohan Park, Shahadara, Delhi – 110032, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Shivani Maternity Home, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Shakti Taneja at Shivani Maternity Home, Pratap Pura, Shahadara, Delhi, who was subsequently shifted to Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, where she died on 10.7.2011, was confirmed.
10. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 907 - A complaint of Ms. Aashima d/o. Shri Prem Chand r/o. Sampla (Rohtak) Haryana, forwarded by Medical Council of India, against Dr. Sandeep Vohra of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi – 110076, was confirmed.
11. The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 911 - A complaint of Shri Vijay Sharma 
r/o. 606/11A/ Main Krishna Gali, Maujpur, Delhi- 110053, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of G.M. Modi Hospital, Mandir Marg, Saket, New Delhi and Park Hospital, Meera Enclave (Chowkandi), Near Keshopur Bus Depot Outer Ring Road, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri Chander Prakash, was confirmed.

The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 912 -A complaint of Dr. (Mrs.) Roshan Aspi Balsara, Flat No. 4, Building No. 8, Road No. 5 (North), CH Area, Jamshedpur 831001, Jharkhand, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. O.N. Nagi of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, was confirmed.

The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 915 -A complaint of Mrs. Grace Udayi, J-21, Lajpat Nagar-3, New Delhi-110024, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Amit Bhargawa of Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to complaint’s daughter Rosemary Udayi, was confirmed.

The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 977 - A reference from Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, in respect of a newspaper clipping dated 1st June, 2012 of Indian Express News-line, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Shri Vikram at Bhagwan Mahavir Hospital, Pitampura, resulting in his death on 30th May, 2012, was confirmed.
