The meeting was adjourned at 2.30 pm due to lack of quoram.  The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 pm.

Dr. Arun Kumar Gupta, President welcomed the members to the meeting.

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Minutes of the last meeting held on 18th March, 2016 for Information. 

The minutes of the last Council meeting held on 18th March, 2016 were circulated to all the members.
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 18th March, 2016.
Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members present, was approved.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘A’.
3. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct 
(a) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1350 complaint of Shri Surendra Mehra, r/o, House No. 216, Babu Jagjeevan Ram Colony, Bhorgarh, Narela, Delhi-110040, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Meenakshi and her baby at Rathi Orthopaedics Maternity & Multispeciality Hospital, 1964, Near Raghunath Mandir, Ahead of Police Station, Narela, Delhi-110040; the baby was subsequently treated at Jaipur Golden Hospital, Sector-3, Rohini, Delhi-110085, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.  
(b) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1019 of Smt. Rita, H.No.1225-26, Block-R, Mangolpuri, New Delhi-110083, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, Madhuban Chowk, Rohini, Delhi-110085, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Vimla Rani at Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.
(c) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1272 of Shri Prem Kishore r/o, Quarter No.P-4, MES Officers Enclave, Kotwali Road, Gopinath Bazar, Delhi-110010, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sudhir Khanna, Dr. Sanjay Mittal, Dr. Manu Gupta, Dr. V.S. Bedi, Dr. Anurag Gupta of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Urmila Devi at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital Marg, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi – 110060, resulting in her death on 6.9.2013, was taken up for confirmation before the Delhi Medical Council. 
Dr Jitendra Pal Singh Sawhney and Dr. Vinay Kumar Aggarwal recused themselves from the proceedings.  

“Whilst confirming the Order of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observed that since in this mater the Disciplinary Committee has concluded this was a case of error in judgment, no punishment is warranted. 

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.

(d) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1489- an Order dated 2nd April, 2014 in F.I.R. No. 318/12, P.S. Shahabad Dairy, U/s 395/365/384/411/120B 34 IPC, titled State V /s Pardeep & ors. wherein certain observations have been made by Ld. Additional Session Judge-04(North), Rohini Courts, Delhi, in respect of Dr. Sarita Gupta, 224, Pocket-B-7, Sector-04, Rohini, Delhi-110085, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.
The Council also confirmed the punishment of removal of name awarded to Dr. Sarita Gupta (Delhi Medical Council Registration No. 5667). 
The Council further observed that the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed. 

(e) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1701- a suo-moto notice of a prescription pad dated 08.08.2015 of Dr. Jay Prakash Ray wherein he has misrepresented himself to be holder of M.D. (Medicine) qualification without being registered with the same in the Delhi Medical Council, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.
The Council also confirmed the punishment of removal of name awarded to Dr. Jay Prakash Ray (Delhi Medical Registration No. 33414). 
The Council further observed that the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed. 
(f) A complainant No.1064 of Shri P.L. Varma, Editor, artland, IRCEN Bhawan, 7 Nelson Mandela Road, Institutional Area, C-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi – 110070, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Flt. Lt. Rajan Dhall Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Abida Verma at Fortis Flt. Lt. Rajan Dhall Hospital, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, resulting in her death, was determined by Disciplinary Committee vide Order dated 8th March, 2016.  The Order dated 8th March, 2016 of the Disciplinary Committee was put up to the Delhi Medical Council for confirmation in its meeting held on 18th March, 2016.  As per the minutes of the Council dated 18th March, 2016, the Council on perusal of the Disciplinary Committee Order dated 8th March, 2016 observed that the matter be referred back to the Disciplinary Committee for re-consideration on the observation made at point (2) in the Order of the Disciplinary Committee, which is reproduced herein-below; as in acute emergency of acute coronary syndrome PTCA can be done to save life irrespective of INR (urine creatinine levels). 

“2) The Disciplinary Committee observes that Dr. Ripen Gupta did angioplasty at an INR of 6.62 which is very high.  It would have been prudent to first bring the INR within reasonable range between 2.5-3.0 before undertaking angioplasty. Conducting angioplasty at high INR exposes the patient to complications.” 
The subsequent Order dated 11th April, 2016 of the Disciplinary Committee after re-consideration, was placed before the Council today i.e. 18th May, 2016 for confirmation.

The Council confirmed the Orders dated 8th March, 2016 and 11th April, 2016 of the Disciplinary Committee.
The Council also confirmed the punishment of warning awarded to Dr. Ripen Gupta (Dr. Ripen Kumar Gupta, Delhi Medical Council Registration No.6679).  The Council further directed that Dr. Ripen Kumar Gupta shall undergo twelve hours of Continuing Medical Education (C.M.E.) within a period of six months from the date of the Order and submit a compliance report to this effect to the Delhi Medical Council.  The same is to be incorporated in the final Order.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.  
(g) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1302 a complaint of Shri Ritesh Panwar r/o. RZ-34A, Uggersen Park, Najafgarh, Delhi–110043 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India against Dr. P.K. Gupta, 106, Sector-7, Rohini, Delhi – 110085, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council. 
(h) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1354 of Ms. Saroj Saini, r/o, 118-A, School Block, Shakar Pur, Delhi-110092, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. P.S. Sahria, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 108-A, Indraprastha Extension, Patparganj, Delhi-110092, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council. 
(i) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1068 of Shri Rajesh Kapoor r/o. A-702, Lotus Pond, 2A Vaibhav Khand, Indrapuram, Ghaziabad, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant Shri Rajesh Kapoor at Indrasprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council
(j) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1025 of A representation from PS Maurya Enclave, New Delhi, seeking Medical opinion in respect of the treatment administered to Mrs. Poonam Mata by Dr. Anita Chauhan at Elegance Cosmatology Clinic, A-262, Derawal Nagar, Model Town, Near ashok Vihar Bridge, Opp. Regal Palace, Delhi – 110009, was taken up for confirmation before the Delhi Medical Council.
The Registrar informed that subsequent to Disciplinary Committee’s Order, a representation has been received from Dr. Anita Khurana Chauhan claiming that she was not served notice of second hearing when the matter was determined by the Disciplinary Committee.  In view of the same matter be referred to the Disciplinary Committee for reconsideration.  

(k) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1343- A representation dated 02.05.2014 of Shri Lalit Gupta, Joint Director General, office of the Directorate General of Civil Aviation, Opp. Safdarjung Airport, New Delhi-110003, alleging professional misconduct on the part of  Dr L.M  Narula, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.
(l) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1512 of Shri Sanjeev Kumar Arora, F-160, Prashant Vihar, Delhi-110085, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Vimal Kumar, ED-7, Metro Apartments, Pitampura, Delhi-110088, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.  
(m) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1328- A representation from DIU/SD Police Station, Malviya Nagar, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri H.N. Kau, in regard to FIR No.1061/15 U/S 304-A IPC PS Saket, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.  

(n) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1674 of Shri V.K. Bhagwant Singh, r/o- G-3, NP Middle School, Kitchner Road, Malcha Marg, Chanakya Puri, New Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife late Smt. Kusum Lata Kushwaha at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 108A, I.P. Extn, Patparganj, Delhi, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council. 
(p) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No.1502 of Dr. D.D. Goyal, A-16, Jawahar Nagar, Bharatpur, Rajasthan-321001, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s granddaughter baby of Garima, resulting in her death on 1.10.2014, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.

(q) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No.1380 of Shri Harendra Singh s /o Shri Nasib Singh, D-86/A, Chamber No.312, New Lawyers Chambers Supreme Court, New Delhi-110001 forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Vipin Barthwal of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Dehradun and Dr. Lokesh Kumar of BLK Hospital, Pusa Road, Delhi-110005 in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Urvashi at Max Super Speciality Hospital, Dehradun and BLK Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.

Indirawati Devi at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-110063, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.  
(s) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No.1723 of Shri Nikhil Gogna, r/o, 107/1, Sammam Bazar, Jungpura, Bhogal, New Delhi-110014, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Moolchand Medicity Hospital, Lajpat Nagar-III, New Dellhi-110024, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Kanta Gogna at Moolchand Medicity Hospital, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.

The Registrar informed that the Medical Council of India vide its letter No.MCI-203((1)(Gen.)/2015-Regn./147647 dated 6th November, 2015, has intimated that “the Registrar, Travancore-Cochin Council of Modern Medicine vide its letter dated 29th June, 2015 has forwarded a copy of e-mail dated 10th June, 2015 received from the High Commission of India, Seychelles who also forwarded a scanned copy of Note Verbale dated 08th June, 2015 received by the High Commission of India from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Seychelles,  regarding the status of recognition of medical qualification awarded by the University of Seychelles, American Institute of Medicine.  

The Medical Council of India is obtaining necessary clarification through the Indian Mission in Seychelles from the Govt. of Seychelles and Seychelles Medical and Dental Council in this regard.   
In view of the note Verbale received from the Government of Seychelles it is deemed appropriate not to grant provisional/permanent registration to any applicant till clarification is received regarding the pendency of Court case ion Seychelles.  It is also advisable to stop henceforth the enrollment of candidates who have obtained qualifications from University of Seychelles American Institute of Medicine.”  

The Registrar further informed that prior to receipt of this correspondence; the Delhi Medical Council has granted permanent registration/provisional registration to the following individuals who have obtained medical qualification from University of Seychelles American Institute of Medicine.
