Dr. Arun Kumar Gupta, President welcomed the members to the meeting.

The minutes of the last Council meeting held on 17th August, 2016 were circulated to all the members.
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 17th August, 2016.
Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members present, was approved.  The same are appended herewith as annexure ‘A’.
3. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct 
(a) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1119- a representation from Police Station K.N. Katju Marg, Delhi, seeking enquiry on a complaint of Ms. Usha Rani w/o. Shri Vinod Kumar r/o. F-5, Prahalad Vihar, Sharma Colony, Block F, Near Shahbad Dairy, Prahladpur, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Anupama of ESI Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at ESI Hospital, Sector-15, Rohini, Delhi, was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council.  
(b) A complainant No.1039 of Shri Amit Khandelwal r/o. House No. 1903, Gali No. 3, Kailash Nagar, Delhi – 110031, alleging medical negligence on 
the part of doctors of Rishabh Medical Centre, IX/2392, Street No. 12, Kailash Nagar, Delhi – 110031, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Shweta at Rishabh Medical Centre, was determined by the Disciplinary Committee vide Order dated 13th June, 2016.  The Order dated 13th June, 2016 of the Disciplinary Committee was put up to the Delhi Medical Council for confirmation in its meeting held on 30th June, 2016.  As per the minutes of the Council dated 30th June, 2016, the Council on perusal of the Order of the Disciplinary Committee, directed that in this matter legal opinion be sought on the issue whether decision of the Consumer Court (State Commission) has any bearing on the proceedings being conducted under the Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997 and subsequent decisions being arrived thereon.  The matter was referred back to the Disciplinary Committee, for reconsideration.” 
The subsequent Order dated 22nd August, 2016 of the Disciplinary Committee after re-consideration, was placed before the Council today i.e. 17th October, 2016 for confirmation.
Dr. Narinder Pal Singh and Dr. Satendra Singh recused themselves from the proceedings.

Dr. Subodh Kumar and Dr. Deepak K. Tempe concurred with the decision of the Disciplinary Committee.

The Council by majority observed that it cannot be conclusively proved that any professional misconduct of gross nature should be attributed to the doctors of Rishabh Medical Centre and a benefit of doubt may be granted to the doctors with an advice to further improve the surgical protocols at the place of their practice particularly implementing WHO surgical safety guidelines and quality standards protocols related surgical safety in its letter and spirit.  In view of the same, the punishment of removal of name of Dr. Usha Jain, is not warranted. 

This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 13th June, 2016 and 22nd August, 2016 stands modified to this extent and the Council by majority decision overruled the decisions of the Disciplinary Committee.

As per telephonic conversation with Rajiv Kumar, Asst. Secretary, Medical Council of India, it is learnt that Preventive Social Medicine / Community Medicine from above mentioned hospital is not recognised. In this regards aletter no DMC/28/2/2016/Case Id 40064,25191,33144/254351 dated 21st July, 2016 was sent to Medical Council of India and in response MCI vide its letter no MCI-9/(2)/2016-Med.Misc/127592 dated 07th Sept, 2016 has intimated that Preventive Social Medicine / Community Medicine centres are required to be approved by the State Government/Central Government/Union Territories or under the Govt authorities, then these centres may be construed to be accepted by the State Medical Council for purpose of undergoing PSM Training by the candidates.

A letter was sent to Uttar Pradesh Medical Council vide letter no DMC/28/2/2016/Gen./255231 dated 05th September, 2016 and reply is received throughemail dated 14th Sept, 2016 wherein it is stated that centres recognized for purpose of internship training specifically in Preventive Social Medicine/Community Medicine by the state Government of Uttar Pradesh is govern by Uttar Pradesh, Director General Medical Education.

A letter was send to DG, Directorate of Medical Education, Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh vide letter no DMC/28/2/2016/Gen.255232 dated 05th September, 2016 to confirm the status of recognition of PSM/PHC Centre/CHC Centre functioning in Uttar Pradesh, unfortunately no reply has been received till date.

CORRESPONDENCE WITH PHC CENTRE LOCATED IN UTTAR PRADESH

1. A letter regarding the confirmation of status of recognition of PSM/PHC Centre/CHC Centre for the purpose of internship training was sent to concerned Institution situated at Uttar Pradesh.

Also a clarification in respect of District Hospital, Jaunpuras to whether the District Hospital, Jaunpur& Amar Shaheed Umanath Singh District Hospital, Jaunpurwere same or not was sought. In response a letter was submitted by an individual that District Hospital Jaunpur& Amar Shaheed Umanath Singh District Hospital, Jaunpur are same and confirmation for samewasreceived vide letter No 3469/2016-17 dated 01-10-2016,however, subsequently another letter no 3384/DHJNP/DMC1/2016-17 dated 21-09-2016 was received whereinit wasinformedthat the letter was not issued by hospital authority and hence denied the authenticity of letter.

A letter no. distt hospital Jaunpur/internship/verif/2016 dated 05th September 2016, received from Amar Shaheed Umanath Singh District Hospital Jaunpur, wherein it was informed that the internship certificate issued to Dr.Prabhjot Singh is not issued from this office so further there is no question of verification. 

It is further informed by Chief Medical Officer, Jaunpurvide its letter dated 20th September, 2016 send to Registrar, Rajasthan Medical Council that following doctors as mentioned below were also not issued Internship completion certificate.

On the basis of above facts show cause notices be send to above doctorsas to whytheir registration with the Delhi Medical Council be not cancelled. 

2. A letter was sent to Primary Health Center, Kusumi Kalan, Ghaziapur on 15th September, 2016 and in response aletter noPHC/Internship/Verifi/2016/109. dated.27/09/2016 was received from Kusumi Kalan Ghazipur Uttar Pradesh wherein it is was informed that PHC is recognized for purpose of internship training specifically in Preventive Social Medicine/Community Medicine, by the State Government of Uttar Pradesh.On the basis of above facts registration may be granted to individuals who have completed their PSM from Kusumi Kalan, Ghaziabad subject to verification of internship details from respective hospital.
3. A letter was sent to Kerela Medical Council on 15th September, 2016 and in response email dated. 03/10/2016 at 3:41P.M. was received from Travancore Cochin Medical Council, Tamil Nadu, wherein it is was informed that Government Hospital, Kozhikode is included in the recognized list of institutions in the 1st Schedule of Medical Council India for doing internship.On the basis of above facts registration may be granted to individuals who have completed their Internship from Kusumi Kalan, Ghaziabad subject to verification of internship details from respective hospital.
4. A letter was send to Medical Council of India vide letter no DMC/Regn/F.11/2/2016 Case id 35925/255251 and Case id 35016/255250 dated 05-09-2016 and in response Medical Council of India has informed that if the institute is approved by Medical Council of India for the purpose of Compulsory Rotating Internship Training and the PSM/Rural training was assigned by parent hospital or by the approval hospital then the PSM/Rural Posting may be considered as valid part of internship.In view of above the registration may be granted to individuals,where PSM/Rural Posting was assigned by Parent Hospital/Institution and where full completion certificate including PSM posting  (12 month) has beenissued by approved Parent Hospital/Institution.The registration be granted subject to verification of internship details from the respective parent hospital/Institute.
In light of the above stated position permanent registration with Delhi Medical Council be granted to Foreign Medical Graduate only after verification of internship details from respective hospitals/Institutions.  It is also observed that in case the applicant is already permanently registered with Medical Council of India/State Medical Council then there is no need for verification of internship training from any hospital and registration may be granted subject to confirmation from Medical Council of India/State Medical Councils.

Procedural Aspects for grant of registration

1. The necessary procedure that has been adopted by the Delhi Medical Council for issuance of Provisional Registration to Indian Nationals having qualified from the Medical Colleges/Institution outside India.- 
On receipt of the online application for Provisional Registration on our website under head Provisional - MBBS/MD' 'Physician" Qualification For Indian Nationals having qualified from Foreign Institutes, the Delhi Medical Council scrutinizes the application irrespective of the recognition status of the basic medical qualification (MBBS or equivalent) and medical college/Institution through Indian Embassy/High Commission of the respective country, result of screening Test, Eligibility Certificate other required documents as mentioned on  website, prescribed fees etc. and if the application is found to be in order, the Registrar approve the provisional registration and issue the necessary “provisional registration online” in respect of the concerned applicant, which is valid for a period of 12 months or 2 years from the date of issue of certificate.

Simultaneously, Delhi Medical Council sends the letters to the respective boards as well as Indian Embassy/High Commission of India of the respective country for verification of 10+2 mark sheet and authenticity of the candidate about their enrolment in the University/Medical College. In case of any doubt regarding the result of FMG examination the same is verified from the National Board of Examination, New Delhi

A note should also be put in provisional registration certificate that “Internship is valid only if it is completed in medical college/Institute/Centre/hospitals recognized for purpose of Internship either by Medical Council of India or by authority of Government of NCT of Delhi”. (Along with documentary proof) 

It should also be stated on provisional registration certificate that in case Rural/PSM posting is done from outside Delhi then same should be assigned and verified by the parent recognised internship institute. It is further stated that change of internship centre shall not be allowed without prior approval of Delhi Medical Council otherwise the application for permanent registration may not be accepted.

2. The necessary procedure that has been adopted by the Delhi Medical Council for issuance of Permanent Registration to Indian Nationals having qualified from the Medical Colleges/Institution outside India.
On receipt of the online application for Permanent Registration on our website under head Fresh Registration - Foreign - MBBS/MD' 'Physician" Qualification For Indian Nationals having qualified from Foreign Institutes, the Delhi Medical Council scrutinizes the application and check the followings

1. Verification of basic medical qualification (MBBS or equivalent) and medical college/Institution from the Indian Embassy/High Commission of the respective country.

2. Verification of 10+2 mark sheet from the concerned board.

3. Verification of Internship from respective Hospitals/Institutes/Centres

4. Result of Screening Test

5. Eligibility Certificate

6. Internship completion certificate

7. Other documents as mentioned in the online form, fees etc.

In case the application is found to be in order with reference to above quoted documents, the Registrar approve the permanent registration and issue the necessary “Permanent Registration Online” in respect of the concerned applicant.

In case the application is found deficient due to non receipt of verification, the same is kept pending and on receipt of all the relevant verification from the concerned, the application processed towards grant of permanent registration.

It is also stated that in case the internship is completed from outside NCT of Delhi and is not provisionally registered with Delhi Medical Council the applicant has to get permanent registered with respective State Medical Council from where they have completed its internship.
